A BILL FOR'AN ORDINANCE Authorizing and directing the Meyor and
;ﬂéﬁﬂ!iiﬁ-or the Clyy of Albany, Linn County, Oregon, to execute a party wall

sgreement in favor of ¥rec Erixon, und demlaring an emsrgency;
THE PROFLE OF THE CI11Y OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Thet the Mayor and Recorder of the City of Albany, Linn
tounty, Oregon, bes and they are hersby authorized and directed to make, execule
and deliver to Fred Brixon a party wall agreement which shall be in words and

figures substartially as follows, bto-wit:

THIS ACRNEMERT Made end entered into in duplicate on this the __ _
day of August, 1923, by and between the ity of Albany, Linn vounty, Oregon,
a municipal ocorporation, one of the legally organized end existing cities of
the State of Oregon, hereinafter designated as the party of the first part,
and Fred Erixon of the Uity of Salem, Marion vounty, Oregon, hereinafter desig-
nated as the party of the second part:

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, The perty of the first part is now vonstructing upon the

following described resl preperty, to-wit:

Lot No. Two (2}, in Block No. Sixteen (16) in
the Uity of Albany, Linn County, Oregoen;

a city hall, snd the walls of sald City hall having been completed, and the ¥esat
wall of said city hall building having been completed a distence of elghty (80)
feat ulong the line of the West side of said lot in a Southerly direction from

the North boundary line of said lot, and

WHEREAS, The party of the second part is the owner of that portion

of Lot No, 1, in Block No. 18, in the City of Albany, Linn Younty, Oregon,

adjoining the above described property belonging to the sald party ot the
first part end upon which said property the party of the first part 1s now con-
structing a oity hsll, and X

WHEREAS, 1he party of the first part has psid the entire cost of
the construution of the West wall of said City hall building, end

WHEREAS, It is the desire of the partles hereto that the fbllowing
described portion of asaid #est wall of said City hall, to-wit: that portion
of 3ald wall and footings below the top of the sidewalk on the North side of
the above deseribed property running full length of seid well, and also that
portion of the well twenty (20) faet high running full length of said wall frem
the top of said sidewalk in front of said City hall building on said lot, shall
be eatablished as a party wall.

Now, vHEREFORE, In consideration of the sum of Six Hundred Taenty=
tvo and Seventy-eight hundredths Dollers (#£622,78) in United States Gold Coin
raid by the party of the second part to the party of the first pert, the receipt
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whereof is hereby acknowledged, the said party of the first part does here.
by grant, bargain, sell, vonvey and assign to the perty of the second part,
his heirs and aesigns forever, the right hereby to use said portion of said
wall and the whole thereof as a party wall, end it is, by the parties heresto
agreed that either party, their heirs or assigns, may rebuild the same in
case of partial or total destruction thereof.

Provided, however, that the said perty of tha‘sepond part shall
not add to vhe helght of said wall, aepth, thickness, or length without the
express consent of the perty of the first part,

Provided, further, 1hat in case of damage, either party ray re-
pair said well or any portion thereof so as to placg/::;e in as good condi-
tion as before, using good materials and workmanship and vonforming with
the puilding laws of the State of Cregon and the ordinances of the City Qr
Albany, Linn County, Oregon, und in case of repairs one-half of such repairs
shall be peid to the party makinf the same by the owner of the other parcel
on demand, and one-half of any such rebuilt wall or any addition made as
aforesaid to sny wall, when used shall be paid for like the original atructure,

IN WITIESS WHERECF, The City of Albany, Linn Oounty, Cregon, a
municipal corporation cof the State of Oregon, has caused its corporate seal
to be affixed and these presents to be ‘subscribed by its Mayor and Recorder
Aby virtue of an ordinance passed on the ___ day of August, 1923 by the
Council of sald City of Albany, and approved by the Mayor of sald City, on
the day of August, 1923; and the party of the second part has hereunto
set his hand and seal on this the day and year first in this agreement written

the same shall be filed in duplicate with the Recorder of the City of Albany
and thereafter upon receipt of the sum of Six Hundred Twenty-two end Seventy-
eight hundredths Dollars (§622.78) from the party of the seccnd part, the
Recorder of the City of Albany be and he is hereby directed to deliver one
of such duplicates to the party of the second part,

Section 3. #HEREAS, It is necessary for the public peace,
health and safety of the ppople of the City of Albsny that the foregoing

agreement be immediately entered into, and therefore an emergency exists and
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one 18 m*wav dedlared to exist and this ordirance shall go inte full
foroe a[ﬁd afl;eot immediately upon its passage by the Uounoil and approval
by the Msyor,
