Section 1. That in the manner provided oy law and as herelnafter
provided aud for the purposes set forth herein, a Special Election shall be
held on Friday the 16th, day of May, 1924, in the City of Albany. Linn
County, Oregon, commencing at the hour of 8:00 o'clock A.M, and continuing
until the hour of 8:00 o'clock P.M. of 8said day.

Section 2. That said Special Election shall be conducted, except
as herein otherwise provided, in the same manner as general elections in
said City are conducted. The following places are hereby designated as tne
places of holding such electlon:
