thereof to the aqount of 810,00 per day for each and every day the compls-
tion ©of said work is delayed beyond the time stated in such contract, which
amount shsll be paid by such contrector doing the work at the completion
thereof, unleas the time of completion of said improvement is extended by
the Council.

8ection 3, The Recorder of said City is hereby ordered and directe
ed to immediately give proper notice for bids for the making of said improve-
ment of seid portion of sald Front Street by publishing such notice ten days
in the Albany Evening Herald a daily newspaper published in said City of
Albany, fully desoribing in sald notice the time and menner of doing the work
of said improvement of said Front Street.
