AN OFDINAICE providing for the time and manner of bduilding and construcstung a .
lateral sevwer, beginning at the manholé in the Geary Street trunk sewer, which ie
18 feet casterly from the southeast worner of lot & in Blook 18, in Hackleman's
4th addition to Albany, Oregon, thsnoe running westerly through the center of
bloocks 18 and 13, in said addition, a distance of 632 feet to the west
sorner of lot 1 in block 13 in eaid Haokleman's Fourth Addition; providing how
the cost of said improvement shall be paid, the penalty or damage to the City
of Albany by the psrson or persons, making suoh improvensnt, if the same be not
Qompleted within the time agreed upon, and the giving of a g0od and sufficient
bond for the faithful performance of the work of making such improvement, and
providing for the zlving of notlce for bids for making such improvement by the
Recorder of said City, and dedlaring an emergeacy.

THR FROPLR OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN A3 FOLIOVS:

Section 1, That there shall be constructed an 8 inoch vitrifisd terra cotta
sewer beginning at the manhole in the Geary Street trunk sewer, which is 18 feet
sasterly from the southeast corner of lot 5 in block 139 in Hacklaman's Fourth
Addition to Albany, Oregon, thencs running westerly through the center of bloocks
18 and 13 in paid addition a distance of 632 fest to the southwest corner of lot
1 4n bloock 13 in said Racklemants Fourth Addition,

8aid improvenent shall be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances
of the City of Albany, Oregon, and the plans and spacifications of Charles N,
Leonard, engineer for tha making of such jmprovement, fikld4 in ths office of
the Resorder of said City Marech 23, 1927,

The cost of said sewer shall be paid out of funds to be colleoted and arise-
ing out of the assessments to be made, asoertained and declared by the Counoil of
sald City on the lots and parts of lots, adjacent to said improvement so to be
made, and especially and partioulerly benefited thereby, as provided by the chaw
ter of said City,

8aid improvement shall be completed on or before the lst day of July, 1927,

All bids submitted for the making of such improvemnent deemed by the Counocil
to be unreasonable may be rejeoted, £

person, firm or corporation with whom any contraot may be entered into by
the City of Albany for the making of said improvement shall, before commencing
the same, and at the time of signing auch contraot,furnish said City a good and
sufficient bond, with good and sifficient surety thereon, to ba approved by the
Mayor of said City, in a sum equal to at least fifty per cent (50%) of the amoust
to be paid on such coatract for th: faithful performance thersof.

8eation 28, 1If the person, finm or corporation entering into such contract
with the City of Albany, Oregon, for the making of said iuprovementshall not
oomplete the same within the time mentioned and speoified ia such contraot,
ssid City shall be deemad to suffsr damages on acoount thereof in the amount of
$5.00 per day for each =nd svery day the completion of such work is delayed be-
yond the time po stated in said contract, which amount ahall be paid by the ocoun-
tractor doing the work at the time of the completion thereof, provided the Coun-
o0il may extend the time for the completion of said sewer should circumstancss
warrant,

Seotion 3, The Recorder of the City of Albany is hereby directed to iwmmes
diately give proper notics of the time and place for receiving bids for said im-
provenent by publicatiaon thereof for ten (10) days in ths Albany Democrat-Her-
ald, & daily nswspaper published in the oity of Albany, Orsegon, desoribing in
such notioe the tine and manner of making such improvement.

8ection 4, WYhereas, the pemce, health and safety of the people of the City
of Albany requires that this ordinance become immediately effactive upon its
final psssage by the Counscil and approval by the layor, thersfore, an emergecny
is hereby declared to exist, and this ordinance shall becoms immediately effec-
tive Upon its final passage by the Counoil and approvel by the layor,
