ORDINANCE NO. 1249

AN ORDINANCE providing for the time -nd manner of improving KEighth Street, in said
City, frou the west line of Xllaworth Btreet to the east linse of Sroadalbin Strest,
and from the west line of Broadalbin Strset to the east line of Ferxry Street, exsaept

a strip 36 feet wide, being 18 feet on each sicde of the center line of Righth Straet,
and extending the full leagth of tlie improvement; providing how the cost of such im-
provement shall be paid, the penalty snd damages to the City of Albany by the pere
son or persons, making such improvenent if the same shall not be completed within
the time agreed upon, and the  iving of a good and sufficient bond for the faithful
performance of the work of suoh improvement of said portion of esid Street, mnd pro-
viding for the givins of notice by the secorder of the City of Albany, Oregon, for
bide for the completion of such improvement of said portion of said Street; and de=
olaring an emergency.

THR PFOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY TO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

gootion 1, That Eighth S8treet, from the west line of Fllsworth Street to the east
ne o roadalbin Street, and from the west line of Sroadalbin Street to the east
line of Ferry Street, in the City of Albany, Linn County, Oregon, shall be improved
in the following manner, to~wit: <

ist: By grading said portion of sald street to the proper sub-grade;

2nd; By paving the roadwayof said portion of said street{aocordinz to plans and
specifications) with Portland cement concrete pavement, or with Warrenite bitulithie
pavement,

3rd: By laying and constructing pavement headers; 0

4th: By construoting concrete curbeg wherever necessary;

5th: By construoting catch basins and inlets;

6th: By laying vitrified sewer pipes; &

8aiéd improvement to be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances of the L
City of Albany, Oregon, and the amended plans and spacifications of Charles H, Leon-
ard, Fmgineer of said City, for the making of such improvement, which said plans,
specifioations and estimates were filed in the office of the swoorder of the City of
Albsny, Oregon, on the 27th day of April, 1927, endorsed “gpecifications for the lme
provement of Eighth Street from the weet line of fllesworth Street to the east line
of Brosdalbin Street and from the west line of “roadnlbin Street to the east line
of Yerry ctreet, excepting a etrip 36 feet wide, being 13 feet on eachk side of the
center of Eighth 8treet and extending the full length of the improvement,” in the
City of Albany, Oregon.

The cost of improving the interaestions of said street above desoribed, and where
required by sald plans and specifications, shall be at the expense of the City of
Albany, Oregon, &nd shall be palid for out of the general fund of said City. The re-
maining coat of the improverent of said portion of Eighth Street shall be assessed
on the real property adjacent thereto and especially and particularly benefited
thereby, as provided by the eharter of eaid City.

Said improvement of eaid portion of Righth Street shall be completed by the first
day of August, 1927,

All bids for the making of csaid improvement of saild street deemed unreasonable by
the Council of the City of Albany, Oregon, mngxbe rejected,

Any firm, person or corporation with whon®&$ntract may be entered into by the City
of Albany for the making of said l.sprovement shall, before commencing said iaiprove=
ment, and at the time of signing euch contract, make, exeoute and deliver to raid
City & gpod and sufficient bond with good and sufficient surety, in the sum of ’
$§1874,.28 for the faithful performance of such coantract,

Seotion 2, If the person, firm or corporation entering into any contract with the
City of Albeny to make such improvement of said Zighth Street, shall not coumplete
the same at the time mentioned and speoified in such contiact, said City ehnll be
deemed to suffer damages on account thereof to the amount of 325,00 per day for each
and every day the completion of esid work is delayed beyond the time stated in said
Contract, which amount shall bs paid by said contimactor doinz the work at the comple~
:ion thereof, unless the time of the completion of such improvement is extended by

e Council.

Section 3. The Recorder of the City of Al.any, Oregon, is hereby ordered and di=-
rected tc immediately give propsar notice for bi:s for the making of such improves
ment of eaid portion of Righth Street by publication of such notice ten (10) daye
in the Albany Democeat®Hereld, & daily newspaper of general circulation, published
in the city of Albany, Oregon, fully descricinyg in auch notice the time and wmanner of
doing such improvement of eaid portion of said Street,

Beotion 4. whereas, the peaoce, health and safety of the puople of the City of
Albany requires that this ordinance become immediately effective upon its final
passage by ths Council and aprrovsl by the layor, therefore an emergency is hereby
declared to exist and this ordinance eshall become immediately effective upon itm 2
final prsemge by the Council and approval by the ¥ayor, l
