bs deemed to suffer damayges to the sxtent of 325,00 paer day for sach and every day
the work is delayed beyond said specified time, and that the sald Rigdon Yros., shall
furnish a bond ia a sum equal to(B07) fifty per cent of such contract price, said
bond to be approved by the Mayor of the City of Albany, Oregon, oconditioned for the
faithful performance of the said contract on the part of said Rigdou Hros., and .
