ORDINANCE NO.__1374

AN ORDINANCE providing for the time and manner 4f improving Second Street
from the east line of Pine Strest to the west 1line of Ckeveland Street, in the
City of Albany, Uregon; providing hos the coet of such improvement shall be paid,
what the penalty or damage to the City of Albany by the person or persons, making
such improvement siiall be, if the same shall not be conpletediwithin ths time
sgreed upon, and theangiving of a good and sufficient bond for the faithful per=
formance of the work of such improvement of said portion of said street; and pro=-
viding for the giving of notice by the Recorder of said City for bids for the come
pletion of such improvement of sald portion of sald street;

THE PROPLR OF TH{ CITY OF ALBAWY DO ORDAIW AS POLLOVS:

Bection 1, That Second street frpm the east line of Pine street to the west
iline of Cleveland Street, in ths oity of Albany, Linn County, Oregon, shall be
1nctrov¢d in the following manner, to=wit:

st: By grading said street to the propsr sube-grade;

2nd: By surfacing the roadway of said street 16 feet wide with gravel,
sald improvement to be made in accordance with the chartor and ordinances of the
City of Albany, Oregon, and the plane, specifications and estiuates of Charles
H, Leonard, City enginser of said City, for the uaking of said improvement, which
said plans, epecifications and estimates ware filed in th: office of the Recorder
of the City of Albany on the l4th day of March,1928, endorsed "Specifications for
the improvement of Second Street, from the east line of Pine street to the west
line of Cleveland Street, in the City of Albvany, Oregon.*®

The cost of the making of said improvement of said portion of said Secend
Street shall be paid out of ths funds collected and a:ising upon and out of the
assessnent hereafter to be made, asoertained and declared by the Counocil of the
City Albany on thes lotes and partes of lots adjacent to said portion of said Sec-
ond Street so to be luproved and specially and particularly benefited thereby as
provided by the chartsr of said City,

Sald improvement of said portion of Second Street shall be coupleted by the
1st day of July, 1928,

All bids for tih. making of sald improvement of said Street deemed unreason=-
able by the Council of the City of Albany, Orezon, - may be rejected.

Any person, firm or corporation with whom any contract may be entered into by
the City of Albany for the making of eaid iaprovement shall before conmencing the
same, and at the time of eigning such contract, make, emacute and deliver to said
City a 0d and sufficient bond, with good and sufficient sureties thereon, in a
sum equal to(50%) fifty per cent. of said contract price, conditioned for the
faithful performance of such contract,

Section 2, If the person, firm or corporation entering into any contract
with the City of Albany to make sald improvement of said Second Street shall
not completes the same within th time mentioned and specified in such contract
the City of Albany shall be deemed to suffer damages on account thereof to the
amount of $5,00 per day for each and svery day the compl2tion of sald work is
delayed beyond the time stated in such contract, which amount shall be paid by
said contractor doing the work at the compl:tion thersof, unless the time of the
completion of such improvement be extended by the Counoil,

Section 3, The Racorder of the City of Alhany ie hsreby ordered and directad
to immediately give proper notice of bide for the making of sald improvement
of said portion of Second Street, by publishing said notice (10) ten days in
the Albany Demoorat-Herald, a daily newspap=r publishsd in the City of Albany,
Oregon, fully desoribing in such notioe the time and manner of doing th: work
of sald improvement of sald Street.
