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ORDINANCE No.__ 23"

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the Mayor and Recorder of the City of Albany, Oregon,
to enter into a contract with Geo. B. Weirich for the improvenent of Front Street
from the east line of 0ak Street to tho west line of Pine Street in the City of Ale
bany, by grading and gravelling the same,

VHERRAS, by ordinance Mo. 1273 of the City of Albany, Oregon, it wae ordersd that
the following street in said City be improved, toewit: Front Street, from the east
line of Oak Btreet to the west line of Pine Street, in the following mmanner, toewit:

1st; By grading said street to the proper sub-gradej

2nd: By surfacing the roadway of said street 18 feet wide with gravel.
8aid lmprovement to be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances of the City
of Albany, and the plans, specifications and estimates of the City Engineer then on
file with the Recorder of said City; and

VHiIREAS, it was provided in said ordinance that ths Recorder of said City zive
notice of the making of said improvement in the manner provided by law, and in said
ordinance, and

VHERRAS, after due notice for bids made and given by the HRecorder of the City of
Albany mccording to ths law and the ordinance aforesaid, to-wit: on the 25th day of
April, 1928, Gso. R, Weirich presentad to the Council of the City of Albany his bid
for making said improvement, which said bid was and is in due form and in conformity

.,with all the conditions imposed by law and the Council, by which said bid the saild

Geo, R. Weirich proposed to furnish all material and iaplements and to perform the
labor necessary to make the above described improvement for the following named
prioss, toewit:

R. Weirioh wns the lowest and best bildder.for said proposed
work and said bid was the lowest and best bid therefor,

THRRRFORS THE PROPLE OF THZ CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIY AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1, That the bid of Geo. R. Weirich for sald improvenent of said de=
scribed portion of Front Street be, and the same 1is hereby accepted, and the “ayor
and Recorder of sald City of Albany are hersby authorized to enter ianto a contract
in writing with the said Geo. R. Weirich for the making of said improvsement on behalf
of the City of Albany, Oregon, on the temms mentioned in said bid hereinabove mentioned.
B8aid contract shall provide that the work of said improvement shall commence within
ten (10) days after the signing of said contract and shall be prosecutad with such
vigor that all ths work embraced within said contract shall be completed on or before
the lst day of July, 1928, and the City of Albany shall be daemed to suffer daaages
to the extent of FIVi DOLLARS (85.00) per day for eamch and every day such work is
delayed beyonf such specifisd time, and that said Geo, R, Weirich shall furnish a
bond in a sum e¢qual to fifty per cent (50%) of the contract price, to be approved by
the Mayor of the City of Albany, conditioued for th: faiihful paerformance of saild
contract on the part of said Yeo., R. Weirich, and further #ndemnifying the City of
Albany against any clain or lien for labor, work or material on the part of any
person, firm or cornoration, arising out of sald contract,

Section 2. Tuat in order to preserve the public health and safety of the City of
Albany an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this ordinance shall ve immediately
effective upon its passage by the Council and upon approval by the layor.
