
ORDINANCE NO. 14o5 __ 

An Ordinance Providing a System of Civil Service for Paid Firefighters, 
of the City of Albany, Oregon. 

THE PEOPLE OF TIM, CITY OF ALBAhY, ORZGON DO ORDAIN AS FOLLO. 7S: 

Section 1. Civil Service Adopted - Pursuant to Chapter I22 of Oregon
Laws, I935, and a Specie : section heMt1hereundcr in the City of Albany
on the 3Ist day of January, I935, there is hereby created and adopted a system
of civil service for said city under which all full time paid fire fle:,ters shall
be employed in said city, together with all necessary provisions for the 9pera- 
tlon of said system. 

Section 2. Commission- A o 1,, tment- Term of Office- Jacancy- There is here- 
by created a civ sery ce c, ET ss or wnlen snalIbe composed of three persons. Said
members of said commission shall be appointed by the common council a:;d shall
serve without compensation.': he term of office of each commissioner shall be
six years, except that the term of office of ar. y commissioner appointed to fill a
vacancy in such office shall be for the unexpired term of the office wherein such
vacancy occurs, and further except that in determining the terms of office of
the first three com:::issioners herein appointed, oae commissioner shall be appointed
for tiie term of office expiring on the first day of January, IV36, one commissioner
for the term expiring or. the first day of January, I940, and one Commissioner
for the term of office expiring on the first day of January, I942. Section

3.Cor.: mission-: uallfication and Removal- flo person shall be ap- pointd
or qualified as a mem er of said Comm ss on who is not a citizen of the a

UnitedStates of America, a resident of the city for at least three years imme- diately
preceding such appointment and an elector of Linn County. The co:
umon cour. cil mn y by resolution remove any member of sa d commission from office for
incompetent;;, incompatability, dereliction of duty, or malfeasance in office, or
other good cause, after giving to said commissioner a copy of the charges against
him and an opportunity to be heard in person or by council upon not less than
ten days notice. Section

4.Commission- Orranization- 1,'.eeting-'' uorum- Immediately after its
appointment the civil service Comm ss on snu1i crt_anize by electing one of Its
members as chairman. It shall hold such meetin> is me" be neoess" rlr for the
proper discharge of its duties, which meetings shall be held after due notice to
all members, upon call of the chairman or two members of the commission. Two members

of the commission shall constitute a quorum, and the votes of two members shall
be sufficient for the decision of all matters and the transaction of all business

required under the provisions of this ordinance or the rules of said commission. 
Section

5. Commission - Duties- It shall be the duty of the civil service commission: 
a) 

To devote due time and attention to the discharge of the duties im- posed

upon it by the provisions of this ordinance, b) 

To make suitable rules and regulations not inconsistent with the provisions

of this ordinance, wt:ien shall provide in detail the manlier in
which examinations may be held, and appointments, promotions, trans- fers,

reinstatements, deciotions, suspensions anr. discharges shall be made,

and it may also provide for any other matters connected with the general
subject of personal admi. nistration, and which may be considered desirable
to further carry out the generul purposes of this- ordinance, or
which may be found to be in the interest of good personnel administra- tion. 
Such

rules and regulations may be changed from time to time. They may
be printed, mimeograplied or multigrephed for free distribution. c) 

The commission shall make investigations concerning and report upon all
matters touching the enforcement and effect of the provisions of this ordinuure,
and the rules and regulations prescribed thereunder, inspect all
institutions and departments, offices, places, positions and
employments affected by this ordinunce, ar.d ascertain wl.ether this ordinance
and all such rules and regulations are being obeyed. Such investigations

may be made by the commission or by any cor. nd ssionerde- signated
for that purpose. The commission shall make like I vestigution on

petition of a citizen, duly verifled, statinF that irregularities or abuses
exist, or setting out in concise language in writi: ig the necessity for
such invest igution. 'In the course of such investigation the commission or

designated commissio- er shall have the power to administer oaths, subpoena
and require the attendunce of witnesses, and the produc- tion by
them of books, papers, documents and account; appertaining to the investi;
ation, and to cause depositions of witnesses residing within or

without the state to be taken in the manner proscribed by law for such
depositions In civil suits of the United States; and the oaths administered hereunder
shall have the same forot and effect as the
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oaths administered by the circuit judge in his judicial capecity; and
the failure to comply with tl,e provisions of this ordinance shall be
deemed a violation of the ordinance and punishable as such. 

d) All hearings sad Investigations before the eommission, or designated

oommissioner, sliall be governed by this ordinance and the rules of
practice and procedure to be adopted by the commission, and in the con- 
duct thereof, neither the commission or designated commissioner shall

be bound by the technical rules of evidence. _ o informality in any pro- 
ceedings or hearing, or in the manner of taking testimony before the
commission or designated corymissiorier, shull invalidate any order, de- 
cision, rule or regulation made, approved or confirmed by the commission; 
provided however, that no order, decision, rule or regulation made
by any designated commissioner conducting any hearing or investigation
alone shall be of any fore or effect xhatsoever, unless and until

concurred in by at least oii other member of the commission.• 

e) To hear and determine complaints respecting the administration of
personnel, allocation of positions, exam1natIon rejections, and all
other matters referred to the commission. 

f) To establish and maintain in card index or other suitable form a
roster of officers and employees of the fire department. 

g) To provide for, formulate ar.: hold competitive tests, or to consti- 

tute and appoint suitable agencies therefor, for• the purpose of deter- 
mining the relative qualifications of persons who seek employment in
any classified position u:_ der civil service and to establish thereby
eligible lists for tee various classified positions. To provide that
men laid off because of curtailment of expenditures, reduction in

force, and for like causes shall be the last man or men, including pro- 
bationers, that have been appointed to said fire department. ;, uch

removal shall be accomplished by suspending in numerical order, commenc- 
ing with the last men appointed to the fire department, all recent ap- 
pointees to said fire department, u:: til such reductions necessary shall
have been accomplished; provided furthe:, tnat in the event the said
fire department shull again be increased in numbers the said firemen sus- 

pended under the terms of this act shall be reinstated before any new
appointments to said fire department shall be made. 

h) when a vacant position is to be filled, to certify to the appoint- 
ing authority, on written request, the names of tie three persons high- 
est on the eligible list for the class. If there are no such lists, to

authorize a provisional or temporary appointment list of such class. 
Such temporary or provisional appointmer: t shall not continue for a
period longer than four months; nor shall any person receive more than
one provisional appointment or serve more than four months as a provi- 
sional appointee In any one fiscal year. 

I) To keep such records as may be necessary for the proper adminis- 
tration of thin act. 

Section 6. 5ecretary- The City Recorder is hereby designated and an - 
pointed as secretary to said commisslon. It shall be his duty to attend all
meetings of said commissiou, to keep a record of its proceedings, to preserve
all reports made to it arid all applications filed with him as such secretary, 
and to perform such other duties as the commission may prescribe. 

Section 7. Those subject to Civil Service- The civil service herein

created shall apply to and be a c sssified service of all positions now exist- 
ing or hereafter created in t_.e full paid fire department including that if
fire chief.- ll present incumbents and all future appointees sliall be subject
to civil service. All appointments to arid promotions in such department shall
be made solely on merit, efficiency, anc fitness, which shall be ascertained
by ope competitive examination a:. d Impartial investigation. .; o person shall
be suspended, discirarged, reiiistated or trunsferred from uny such place, posi- 
tion or empJoyment conLrary to the provisions of this ordinance. 

Secti—i 8. Adoption and Induction of Incumbents into Civil Service - 

For the benefit of the public service and to prevent delay, Inlury, or a er- 

ruption thereof by reason of the enactment of this act, all persons holding a
Position in the fire department, including the chief tiiereof, wiien this takes
effect, who shall have served continuously in such position for a period of at
least six mo: iths immediately prior thereto are hereby declared eligible for
Permanent appointment under civil service to the offices, places, positions

or employments which they shall then hold, respectively, without examination
Or other act on their p. rt, and not on probation; and ever, such person is
h•,ireby automatically adopted and inducted permanently into civil service, into
such off ice, place, position or employment which such person then holds as com- 
pletely arid effectually to all intents arid purposes as if such person had been
permanently appointed thereto under civil service after examination and inves- 
tlF; etion. 
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Section 9. liesidence.- ; ihenever any oerson shall be appointed to any
position l: i the classifile 4_7 fire firhters civil service of the city he
shall be or become una conti:: ue to be a resident within the city limits or the
clty, from the date of said appointment. 

Section I0. Tenure of office of Civil Service Employees and Causes and
Manner of Discitar— The to::ure of every person of ce, p ace

position or employ:aert in the clasified civil service providr; d by this ordinance
si,all be dotermii, ad in compliance iiA conformity with the terms and conditions
of this section. :. o person employed as a fire fighter under such classified
service shall be removed or discnurged, suspenged or demoted or reduced in rank
for a:; y political or religious reason or purpose. Auy such paid fire fighter
under any such classified civil service may be removed or discharged, suspended
witiiout pay, demoted or reduced I" rark, or deprived of vacation privileges or
other special privileges for any of the following reasons: 

a) Incompetency, irefficiency or inattention to or dereliction of
duty; 

b) Dishonesty, immoral, disgraceful or prejudicial conduct, iasubor- 
d1natio:, discourteous treltment of t:. e public, or a fellow employe, 
or any other act of omission or com::: ission tendiiig to injure the public
service; or a:: y other wilful failure on the part of the employe to
properly conduct hlmself; or any wilful violation of the provisio: s
of this ordinance or the rules and regulations to be adopted hereunder; 

c) Drunkeness, intemperaLce, or use of intoxicating liquors, narco- 
tics, or any other habit formi- g drug, liquid or preparation to sach
extent that the use thereof interferes with the efficiency or mental
or physical fitness of the employe, or which precludes the employe from
properly performi: rg the functions and duties of any position under
civil service; 

d) Wental or physical unfitness for the position which the employe
holds; 

a) Conviction of felony, or a misdeneanor, involving moral turpitude; 

f) Any other act or failure to act which in the iudgment of the
civil service commissioners is sufficient to show the offender to be

an unsuitable an.. unfit person to be employed in the public service. 

Section II. Removal- :, o persou in the classified civil service who
shall have been permanently appointed or inducted into civil service under pro- 
vision of tuis act, shall be removed, suspended, demoted or discharged except

for a couse, and ouly upon t.: e written accusation of tat appointing power, or
any citizen or tuxpayer, a written st temeut of which uccusation, in general
terms, shi, ll be served upon tae accused, and s duplicate filed with ti; a commis- 

s1on. The chief of the fire department may suspend a member pending the confir- 
mation or rejection of the suspension by the regular appointing power under
this ordina., ce, which must be within thirty days t: ereafter. Any person so re- 
moved, suspended, demoted or discharged may within ten dLys from the time of
his removal, suspension, demotion or dlschar.;e, fIle with the commission a
written demand for an investigation, whereupon the commission shall conduct such

investigation.. All ii.vestigations made by the com• r.ission pursuant to the pro- 
visions of t: is section stall be by public hearing, Efter reasonable notice to
the accused of tLe time anal place of such heari.. g, at which hearing *.". e accused

shall be afforded in opportunity of appearing in aerso:: ai: d by coursel, and
presenting his defense. The investigation shall be confli:ed to the ^ etermiration

of the question of whether such removal, suspension, demotion or dischurre was
or vas i.ot made for political or religious reasons and was or was not made in
good faith for cause.,, fter such investiration the commission may affirm the re- 
moval, or if it shall find tiiut the removal, suspersion, or iemotlon was made

for political or religious reasons or was not made in rood faith for cause, shall
order the imnediate reinstatement or reennloyment of such person inthe office, 
placo, position or employment from which :. uch oerson was removed, susnende3, 
demoted or disc. 1mrred, which reinstatement shall, if the comm' issioa so provides
in its discretion, be retroactive, an,'. entitle such person to ray or compensa- 
tion from t:: o ti::.e of such removal, suspension, demotion or discharge. the

commission upon such inve: tigatiou, in lieu of affirming too rem. oval, suspension, 
domotior, or disc;: arge may modify the order of removal, susptusioa:, denr* ton or
discharge by directi: ir a susDensioii, witnout pay, for a :...iven period, and subseque:,
t restoruti duty, or demotio:, is class ificutlon, grade, or pay; the
findings of the coc.,.,ission shall be certified, in writing to and shall be forthwith
enforced by the appointing power. Section

I2. Duties of All Officers and Employes to Assist the Commission- 
It shall be t o duty of all officers and employes of a:.y such city to
aid in all Droner ways of earryinr. out the provisions of this uct, and such rules
and regulations 4s may, from time to time, be prescribed by the commission thereunder
and to afford this comnission, its members an{' employes, all reasonable facilities

and assistance to inspect all books, papers, documents and accounts aprlylur, 
or in any way appertai:: iu{; to any and all offices, pluces, positions
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and employnents, subject to civil service, and also to produce said books, papers, 
documents and nr,coui. ts, a:. d atte[: d and test ify, whenever required so to do by
t e cormission or ur: y commissioner.
