AN ORDINANCE resulating traffic on the Streets am public wuys of the City of Albany,
Oregon; providing for treffic signs, merkers and signals; providing penalties for
violations hereof; repealing all ordinance and parts of ordinances in conflict here-
with and declaring an emergency.

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY CF ALFANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOVWS:

Section 1, Definition of Terms:

The following words und phrases when used in this ordinance shall, for the
purpose of this ordinance the meaning respectively ascribed to them in this sectimm
except in those instances where the coutext clearly indicates a different meaning.
(a) "VEHICLE? Every device 4in, upon, or by which eny property is or may be trans-
ported or drawn upon & public stre-t, exceptingz devices moved by human power or used
exclusively upon stationary rails or tracks.

b)"MOTOR VEHICLE.™ Every vehicle as herein defined, which is self propelled.

¢)"PERSOMY Every mnatural perscn, firm, co-partnership, sssociation or corporation.

(d)"0v..2R.™ A person who nolds 1tce legal title of & vahicle or in the eveit the
vehicle is the subject of an agzresment for the conditiciual sale or lease thereof
with the right of purcihase upon performince of t 2 conditions stated in the agree-
pent end with an imuediate right of possession vested in the conditional vendee or
lessee, or in the event if a mortgagor of a vehicle is entitled to possession,
then such conditional vendee or mortgagor shall te deemed the owner for the pur-
pose of th s ordinance.

(e)"OPERATOR." Lvery person, other then a chaufeur, wio is in actual physical controd
of a motor vehicle uzon a nighway, street, elley or public plsce.

? (£) "CHAUFFEUR." Any person who operates a motor vehicle in the transportation of

persons or property and wio receives any coupensation ror such services in wages,
comnission or otherwise, paid directly or indirectly, or wio as owner ar employee,
operates a motor vehicle carrying passe.cers ar property for hire.

(g) "STREET". Every wapy or plece of whatever nature open as a istter of right to the
use of the public for purposes of vehiculer traffic. The Term "STREET" shall not
be deemed to include a roedway or driveway upon grounds cwaed by private persons,
collezes or other institutions.

(h) "INTERSECTION." The area embraced within the prolongation or connection of the
lateral curdb lines, whether or rnot orme street crosses snotrer.

(1) "SAFETY ZONZ." The erea or space officially set apart w ithin the boundary of a
street for the exclusive use of pedestrians end w.ich is protected or so marked
or indicated as to be plainly visible st all times wiile set apart as a safety
zone.

(J) "LOABPING ZONE." The area or spece officially set apart within the btoundery of a
street, beginning at the curb line and exterding toward the center of the street.
Such "Loading Zone" mey be indicated by puinted yellow or orange stripes upon the
curb end pavement or upon the curb only.

(k) "RIGHI-OF-VWAY."™ The privelege of the immediste use of the proper portion of a
street or intersection.

(1) "TRAIFIC." Pedestrians, ridden or herded enimals, vehicles, and other convey-
ances either singly or together wnile using eny strect, alley or public place

for purposes of travel.

(m) "AUTHORIZED EMERGLLCY VEHICIE.™ Venicles of tie fire departrent, fire patrol,
police venicles and such ambulences and emer:zeicy vehicl-s as are desigia ted or

authorized by the COMUION COUNCIL of this City. L4
# (n) "OFFICIAL TRAFFIC SIGLS AlD SIGL.ALS," 411 sizns, sienels, markings snd devices
4 not inconsistent with this ordinarnce pluced or erected by authority of a rublic
body or official having juristiction, for the purpose of guiding, directiig,

warning or regulating traffic.

(o) "TRAFFIC CC.IROL SIN...L." Any device, whether menuslly, electrically or mechan-
ioally opersted, by whlch traffic is ulternetely dirccted to stop and to proceed,

(p) "MOTORIYILI." Every motor vehicle desigred to travel on not more than three wheels
in contact with the ground.

(qQ) "MOTOR TRUCK." Shell mesn every motor vehicle designed and /or used for carrying,
conveylng or moviig eny freight, property, article or thing, and wiich hus a max-

- imum load carrying capucity (factory rating) of one and one-half tons or more
(except as provided in -r- of tulis ssction), but it shall rnot include any motor
vehicle desigred and/or used for carryiig pesse.gers,

(r) "LIG:T DELIVERY VEHICLZ." 8hall mean every motor vehicle designed and /or used for
carrying, couveying or moviLng sany article ar t.ing and used for cenersl delivery
purposes and recognizable as such by tie lame of the owier snd tie mature o the
business being plainly visivle upon the body ~f such venicle, sad, which has a
total overall width of less than 6 feet 6 incles and a total overall length of
less than 18 feet (all bumpers, fenders, load,etc., included), but it shall not
include sny vehicle designed and/or used for carryiing pussenzers.

(8) "MCTOR BUS.™ Bxceprt where tre context iudicates s dif ferent meanimg shull meen
every motor vheicle designed ard /or used for car: .ng psssengers for comrensation,
except that the term "lMotor Bus" shall mot be coustrued to mean or include taxi-
cabs desisned and/or constructed to accommodate and transport not more tuun five
passengers exclusive of the driver,

(t) "ILUTZRURBAN STAGE." Siell meen any motar vehic le used for the purpose of trans-
portetion of passengers for uire ou the wtreets of the (City of Altany und oper-
ated between poiuts, ome or more of wnich are three miles or outside of the City
limits of suid City.

rrzmm.mmn meen every place in the City of Albany where any interurben

stage or stages regularly stop on the street for the purpose of taking on
or discherging passengers, bageage and/or express, ;

(v)"TRAILERS." Every vehiocle without motive power disigned for carrying property
or passengers wholly on its own structure and for being drawn by a motor
vehicle. :

(w)"BUS TRAILER." Shall meen any trailer designed and /or used for carrying human
beings.

(x)"POLE OR PIPE DOLLY." Shall meen every vehicle of the trailer type having one
or more axles not more than forty-eight (48) inches apart and two or more
wheels amd used in connection with a motor venicle solely for the purpose of
transporting logs, poles or pipes, and connected with the towing vehicle either
by tongue, rope, chain or by the load, without eny part of the weight of said
dolly remting upon the towing vehicle.

(y)"PARKILG." To stop and stand (with or without driver) or to leuave a motor vehicle
upon any street, alley, or public place in this city smull, for tle purpose of
tuis ordinunce, bte deemed &s the parking of such motor vehicle.

(z)"CROSSWALD OR PEDESTRIAN LAUE." Shall mesn tle elongution of any sidewalk or walk-
way at the intersection of two or more streets or the elongation of eny public
walk or walkway where tuere is no street intersection., Such crosswalks or pedes-
trdan lanes suall be bounded on the side nearest the middle of the block by the
elongation of the property lines on eitier side of the street and for crosswulks
or pedestrdan lanes not indicaeted by murkings, measuring toward the street inter-
section from the elongation of the property lines atove meitioned. Crosswalks or
pedestrisn lunes where indicated by any system of mirking shall be as indicated.

(aa)"JAY-VALKER." Shall meen sny person in the act of walking or ruw.ing across any

street at any point otler tnan w.thin the boundaries of & crosswalk or pedestrian

lane as herein defined.

(u

SECTION 2.~ OBEDIENCE TO TRAFFIC REGULATIONS:

{e) It shall be unlawful snd, unless otherwise declt red herein with respect to par=-
ticular offenses, it shall constitute a violation of this ordinuznce for smy per-
son to fail or neglect to comply with any rule or reguiation declared in tiuis

ordinsnce.

(b)"OFFENSES BY OWNERS." It shall be undawful for tie owmer, lessor, or lessee of a
motor venicle or for any person employing or otherwise directirg the driver ofa
motor venicle to knowingly permit or rewguire the operation of a8 motor vheicle
upon a public street w.en such vehicle is equipped otherwise then as required or

P permitted by law, or the operation of any veuicle in any menner contrary to law.

SECTION 3. OBEDIENCE TO TRAFFIC SIGLS AND SIGUALS:

It shall be unlawful for the driver of any vehicle to disobey the instructions
of any official trarrfic sign or signal pleced in mccordance with the provisions
of this ordinance, unless otherwise directed by a police officer. :

SECTION 4. OBEDIELCE TO TRAFFIC AND POLICE OFFICERS:

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to refuse or fail to comply with any lawful
order, signal or direction of any truffic or police officer displaying his star
or badge end invested by law with autuority to direct, cmtrol or resulate traffic.
(b) It shall be the duty of every officer seeking to enforce the laws of this ordi-
nance to be in uniform or to hmve conspicuously displayed upon his person & con-
spicuous badge indicating nis officlal authorivy.

SECTION 5, PUBLIC EMPLOYEES TO OBEY TRAFFIC ReGULATIONS:

The provisions of this ordinence applicable to the drivers of vehicles upon the
streets shall apply to the drivers of all venicles owned or operated by the
United States, tunis state or any county, city, town, districl or any other polit-

icel subdivision of the state, subject to suchk specific exceptions as are set forth
in this ordinsnce with reference to authorized emerzeucy veunicles. The provisions

of this ordinence shall not apply to persons, teams, motor vehicle =nd ot her esuip-
ment while ectuslly engaged in working upon the surface of & street but shall
apply to such persons and vehicles when traveling to or from such work.

SECTION 6, PERSONS RIDING BICYCLES OR ANIMALS TO OBSY TRAFFIC REGULATICNS:

dvery person riding & bicycle or ananimel upon & street and every person driyinp,
or leading any snimal shall be subjcct to the provisions f tids ordinance which
by their very nature cen have no application.

SECTION 7, THIS ORDINANCEZ NOT TO INTERFERE WITH RIGHTS OF OWI:RS OF REAL PROPERTY
WITH REFERENOE THERETO:

liotning in this ordinence shall be construed to prevent the owner of real proverty
used by the public for purposes of vehiculur travel by permission of the owner -nd
not ss & matter of right from prohibiting such #$E, or fron requiring other or aifrf-
erent or andditional conditions than those specified in tnis ordiunnce, or otherwise
regulating such use as my seem best to such owner.
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5ZCTION 8. LICENSED OPERATORS .ND MIKORS:

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to operate or drive any motor vehicle upon eny
street in this city without having been licensed &s an operator by the Secretary of
state in accordauce with the provisions of the Oregon Notor Vehicle Law.

(b) It sbull be unlawful for any person to operate or drive a motor veuicle upon any
street in this city without taviig iu his or her possession such operator's license.

(o) It shall be unluwful for any person to cause ar kiowingly permit any minor under the
age of sixteen (16) years to operate or drive any motor vehicle upon 4ny street in
tois city, unless such minor shall have first obtained a license to operate or drive
a metor vehicle from the Secretary of Stute under tie provisions of the Oregon Motor
Jehicle Law,

SECTION 9., SLEDS, TOBOGGANS, Ete., PROHIBITED BEHIND CARS:

It s.all ve unlawful for any person to attach or tie to any motor vehicle which is

opereted on the streets of the City of Alteuny, any sled, bicycle, toboggan, or

similer comtrivance or thing to be attached or tied to any motor vehicle being

driven by such operator; provided that the provisions of this section shall not

apply to trailers, bus trailers, or pole or pipe dolly, nor to cars being towed,
when the sume are attgacied or towed in accordance with this ordinunce,

SECTIWN 10. TRAFFIC COIT'ROL SIGIAL LEGE.D:

(a) W#henever traffic at an intersection is controlled by truffic control signels ex-
hibiting colored lights or tle words "GO," "CAUTIM" or "STOP', said lights and
terms s.all indicate uas follows: "GREZN" or "GO", Traffic fecing the sigual may
proceed, except that venicular trarfic shzll yileld the right of way to pedestrians
within & crosswalk or pedestirian lene asnd vehicles lawfully within an intersection
at the time such signul was exhibited., "YELLON" or "CAUTION,"when shown alore foll=-
owing the green or "GOT Truffic fecing the signel shall stop before entering the
nearest crosswalk et tle intersection. "RED"™ or "STOP." Traffic facing the signal
simll stop before entering the neerest crosswalk at tie intersection or at such
other point as may be desiguated by the proper traffic esuthority, énd remain stand-
ing antil green or "GO" is shown salone.

(b) The driver of &8 venicle internding to turn to the right or left at an intersectim
where traffic is controlled vy traffic control signils or bya police officer
shall pro.eed to make either trum with proper care to uavoid accident s&nd only upon
the "GO" sigunsal, unless otherwise directed by a police officer dr by official
traffic sigus or special siguals.

SECTICN 1l. DISPLAY OF UNAUTHORIZED SIGHS AND SIGNALS:

It shall be unlawful for any person to place aer meintain or displey upon any street
any unofficiel sign, sisnal or device wi.ich purports to be or is an imitation of or
resembles an officisl traffic siszm or sigunsl, or wnich bears the wards "sTOP",

"GO SLOW," "CATUION," "D.NGER," "VWARIING," or similur word, or words, or which
attempts to direct the movement of treffic, or which hides from view or intergeres
with the effectiveness of any officiul traffic sign or siznel, end no person shall
erect or mmintain upon uny street any traffic sign or signal bearing thereon any
commercial advertising; provided, nothing in this section shall be construed to
prohibit the use of ofiiciel signs by any department cf the state of QOregon,
County of Linn, or of this city for the purpose of directing sraffic at any point
where any type of construction vwork is bveing carried on by any of the said depart-
mernts and nothing in this section shall be construed to pronibit the erectiomm or
maintenence of signs, murkers or signuls bearing thereon the name of an organization
authorized to erect the seme vy tie appropriste public autlority. Lvery pronibited
sign, signul or device is hereby declured % be & public nulsance, wid the street
cormissioner und/er the chief of police is hereby empowered to remove the same; or
cause it to be removed without notice.

SECTION 12, INTERFERENCE WITH SIGIE AND SIGNALS PROHIBITED:

Any person who shall deface, inijure, knock down or remove sny official street or
traffic sign or signal placed or erected as provided in this ordinence shall be
guilty of a violatian of this ordiiance.

SECTION 13, DUrY TO STOP IN EVENT OF ACCIDEIT:

{a) The driver of any vehicle iuvolved in sn accidemt resulting in injury or death to
any person shall irmediamtely stop such vehicle at the scene of such accident, and
any person violating tinis provision shell upon couviction be junished by imprison-
ment in the municipal jail [vr uobt less than 15 days nor more than 3 months, or by
fine of unot less tien fifty dollars ($50.00), nor more than two hundred (£200.00),
or by both such fine and imprisonrent.

(b) The driver of any veiilcle iuvolved in eny accident resulti.g in injury or death to
any person or demege tb property simll also give his nume, address and the registr-
ation number of his vehicle and the pame and address of any other occupant or occ-
upants of his vehicle and shaell exhibit and give tie number of uis operator's or
chauffeur's license to the person struck, or the driver or occupauts of any vehicle
collided with and shall render to sny person ifnju ed in such accident reasonable
asslistunce, including tie carrying of such person to a physiclan or surgeon for
medicul or surgical treutuent, if it is apparemt tint such treatment is necescary

or is requested by the injured person, sund it shall likewise be the duty of uany

of such accident, and any perscn violating tuis provisi on shill be guilty of a
violation of tnis ordinaice and upon convicf#ion shall be punisned as provided
in section €4 of this ordinance.

SECTION 14, DUI'Y TO REPORT ACCIDENTS:

The driver of any veilcle involved in an accident resulting in imjury a death
to any person or deamege to property shall, wit hin 24 hours, forward a camnplete
written report of such accident to the Cilef of rolice of this City, and the
chief of police or other desigrated egency shull forward a copvy of every such
report so filed to the .ecretary of otute upon forms furnisaed by him ard not
later than tne rirst of the month following the date of such filing. Jhenever
the original report is insufficiem in the opinion of the Secretary of State,
he nay require drivers imolved in accidents to file supplemental reports of
accidents upon forms furnisned by him, All accidunt rerorts mede to the chief
of police shall be without prejudice tnd shall not be open to public inspec-
tion; provided, nowever, that such reports shall be open to the ihspection of
party or parties involved in said accident, their lawfully appointed agents
or representatives snd the accredited members of the press. The fact thet
such reports have bteen m:de shall be admissible in evidence solely to nrove
compliance with this section, Wt no such report or zny part thereof op stat-
ment contained tiercin shell be udmissible in evidence for amy purpose in any
triel, civil or crimiral, arising out of such mccident.

SECTION 15, GARAGE KZEPER TQ REPORT DAMAGED.VEHICIES:"

The person iu cherge of any gerage or repair shop to which is brought any
motor vellcle w.ich shows evidence of laving been involved in a seriocus acci-
dent or struck by any bullet shall repogt to the poli:e station within one
hour after such motar venicle is received, gliving the engire number, regis-
tration number amd the name and address cf the owner or operator of such
vehicle. An additional report ne=d not te made under tiuls section wien the
owner of the veliicle is also the owner of the garage or repair shop and

such owner has made a report which includes the information required by

this section.

SECTION 16. RESTRICTIONS AS TO SPEED:

(a)

Basic Rule. Wo person shall drive a venicle upon any strecet at a speed greater
than is reasonable and prude:st, naving due rezurd to the traffic, surface,
width of the street &nd the hazard at intersections am any other conditions
then existing. Nor shall any person drive at  sp:ed which is greater than
will permit the driver to exercise proper control of the venicle end to de-
creuse speed or to stop es may be neces:zary to avoid colliding with any per=-
son, vehicle or other conveyauce upon entering the strect in complience with
legal requirements and with the duty of drivers end other persons usirng the
street to exercise due care; provided, that tnis provigion shall not be con=-
strued to chenge the rules of pleuding and evidence relating to negligence
and contributory negligence.

(b) Application of Indicated syeeds, iny person wio drives a ve icle upon a street

(c)

at a speed in excess of that indicated as follows for the marticular district
or locut ion, and who, while sodriving, vidlates the tasic rule set forth in
subdivision (a), shall upon conviction, be punished as in this ordi nance
provided, Szuid indicated speeds are as follows:

l., FIFTEEN MILES PER HOUR:

a. When passing a school btuilding or the grounds the:eof during school
recess or w.ile children are going to or leaviug scnool during open-
ing or closing hours; provided, however, that when & crossw:lk or
pedestrian lene is being used by & pedestrisn, vehicles shall come
to a complete stop and yield the right of way to such pedestrian in
such crosswalk,

b. Driving past school bus wiich is louwiing or unload ing passengers.

2,TWENTY MILES PER HOUR:

8., In amy business district; or
b, Upon epprosching within £0 feet snd in traversing an intersection of
streets where the driver's view in either direction along any inter-
secting street is obstrdcted, except tiet when truveling upon a8
through street or a% traffic controlled intersections the disirict
speed snall apply.
3, TWEWNTY-FIVE MILES PER HOUR:
a, In any residence district.
Complaints and lotices to Appear. In every charge of violation of tais
section the complaint, also the summons or notice to appear, smll specify
the speed 8t which the defendant is alleged to mve driven, also the speed
indicated in tuis section for the district or location, and in the everut
charre shall also be mde of violation of any other provision of tnis ord-
inunce, the complaint wud the summons or notice to appear shall also specify
such other offeuse alleged to have bLeaen committed.

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SECTION 17, MINIMUM SPEED REGUILATIONS:

It shall be unlawfud for any person unnecessarily to drive at such a slow speed
as to impede or block the nomml end reasonable movement of traffic except when
reduced speed is recessary for safe operation or tecuuse upon a grade ar when the
vehicle 18 s truck or truck and trailer necessarily or in compliance with law
proceeding at reduced speed.

Traffic and pdlice officers are hereby autuorized to enforce this provision by
directions to drivers and in the event of apnarent wilful disobedience to this
provision end refusal to comply with directions of an officer in eccormunce
herewith t he continued slow operation by a driver sm 1l be undAwful and consti-
tute a violation of this ordinance.

SECTIM 18, WHEN SPEED LIMIT NOT APPLICABLE:

The speed limits set forth in this agadinance shall mt apply to authorized emer-
gency vehicles when opersted in emersencies and the drivers the :eof sound audible
signal by bell or siren. Tnis provision shull rot relieve the driver of an auth-
orized emergency vehicle from the duty to drive with due regard for the safety
of all persons Ysing the sireet, nor smll it protect the driver of any such
vehicle from the consequence of a‘reckless disregard of the safety of others.

SECTION 19. DRIVE ON RIGHT SIDE OF STREET:

(a)

(b)

Upon all steeets of sufficlemt width, other than one-way streets, the driver of
a venicle shall drive the same upon the right half of the street except when the
right half is out of repeir and for such reuson impassavle or whem overtaking
and passing another veiaicle subject to the limitation set forth in section 22,
In driving upon the rigant half of a8 street the driver snall drive as closely as
practicable to the rignt-uend edge or curb of the street except when overtaking
or passing snother velicle, or when plecinga veinicle in position to mauke a left
turn.

SECTION 20, PASSING VEHICLES PROCEEDING IN OPrOSITE DIRECTIONS:

Drivers of vehicles proceeding in oppositg directions shall pass each other to
the right, each giving to thne other at least one-ialf of the main traveled por-
tion of the street.

SECTION 21, OVERTAKING A VEHICLE:

Except as otherwise provided in section 22 the following rules Bhell govera

the overtuking end passing of veh.cles;

(a8) The driver of a vehicle overtukinz snother venicle proceeding in the same
direction shall pass to the lef't thereof st a safe distance and snall not
again drive to the richt side of tne street until safely clear of such over-
taien vehicle,

(b) The driver of un overtuken veiaicle shull give wuy to the right in favor of
the overtsking veuicle on suituble and eudible sicnal améd shall not increase
the speed of his venicle until completely msced by tile overtaking ve.icle.

(¢) The driver of un overtuking motor vehicle wien traveling autside of & busin-
ess district, and under other condit ions when necesssry to insure safe oper-
ation, shall give audivle warniug with hls norm or other warning device
before passing or attempting to pass & vehicle proceediug in the sume direc-
tion,

SECTION 22, LIMITATIONS ON PRIVILEGE OF OVERTAKING AND FASSIIG:

(a) The driver of & vehicle shall not drive to the left side of the center limns
of a street in overtaking and pas:ing enother venicle proceeding in the sume
direction unless such left side is clearly visible eud is free of oncoming
truffic for a sufficient distance anead to permit such overteking and pess=-
ing to be cumpletely msde without impediug the sufe operstimm of any venicle
approaching from the cpposite direction or any vehlcle overteken,

(b) The driver of any motor vehnicle shell 1ot overtske amd pass or attsmpt to
pass amny overteken venicle at any street intersecticn in tnls city while any
such overtaken vehicle is within such street intersection or any part thereof.

SECTION B3. FOLLGWING TOO CLOSELY:

The driver of a motor vehicle shall ot follow another venicle more closely
than 1is reesoneble end prudent, having due regard to the speed of such vehic-
les and the traffic upon am condition o the street.

SICTION 24, TURNING AT INTEZRSECTIONS:

'ghgldriver of a vehicle imterding to turn st an intersectiom shall do s as

ollows;

(a) Approach for a right turn shall be mude in the lune for trarfic nearest

to the right-hand side of the strects and the right turn sha. 1l be mide as

slosely as practicable to the risht-hand curb or edse of the street.

(b) Approach for e left turn shull be made in the lune for traffic to the
rignt of and neurest to the center line of the street and the left turn
shall be made by passing to the iisht of such center line where 11:A enters
the intersection snd upon leaviig tie i.torsection by passing to the
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right of the center line of the street then entered,

(o) Approach for a left turn from a two-way street into a one-way street shall be made
in the lene for traffic to the right of and nearest to tne center line of the
street and by passing to the right of such center line where it enters the
intersection, A left turn from a one-wAy street into a two-way street shall
¥e xxrzzxxxxExixka made by passing to the right of the center line of the
street being entered upon leaving the intersection.

SECTAON 25, TURKING INTO OR FROM ALLEY, Etc.

(a) All venicles leaving & street und turning into an alley, private drévewsy,etc.
or leeving en alley and turning into a street, must be tumed to the richt und.
it shall be unluwful for any person to turn & motor vehicle to the left amd
across & street through venicular traffic neaded in the opposite direciion
when turning a motor vehicle from & street into an alley or private dreveway,
It shall be unlawful fa any person to reverse the direction of any motor
vehicle upon any street in this city excert at street imtersections; pro-
vided #ew er, that no reverse turn shall te made by the driver of any veh-
icle at any street intersection wiere any type of sign or murker is erected
pronibiting eny such reverse turn,

SECTION 26. SIGNALS ON STARTING, STOPPING OR TURNING:

(a) The driver of any vehicle upon a street before starting, stop-ing or turning
from & direct line shuall rirst see tnet such movement cen be rmde in safety,
and if any pedestrian may be affected by such movement shall zive & clearly
audible signal by sounding the uorn, &nd wuenever the operation of any ot her u
vehicle mmy be affected by such moverment suell give a signal as required im
this sgction plainly Vvisible to the driver of such other venicle ofthe inten-
tion to make such movement.

(b) The signal herein recuired snell be given either by means of the hand snd arm
in the manner nerein specified, or by san approved mecianical or electrical
signal device, except thst when a venicle is so constructed or loaded as to
prevent the hand and arm signel from being visible toth to the front and rear
the sighal snall be given by a device of & type wuich has been approved by the
Secretary of sState. .henever the signul is given ty means of the hand armd amm,
the driver shall indicate his intenti'.n to turn to the left by extending his
hand end arm horizontally from amd beyond tne left side of the venicle, his
intent ion to turn to the right by extending nis nad am arm upward eand be-
yond the left :side of the venicle, and his intention to stop ar suddenly de-
creuse speed by extending uis uund and em downward from ard beyond the left
side of the vehicle. The signal ferein reaquired to be given before turni:g to
the right or left, whether given by means of the hund and amém or by means of
an approved mecnenicel or electrical device, shell be given continuously dur-
ing vhe last 50 feet truveled by the venicle before turning.

SECTION 27. RIGHT OF WAY BETWEEN VEHICLES:

(a) Venicles Approaching an Intersection, Drivers, when approaching street inter-
sections, shall look out for ard zive right of way to venicles on the right,
simultsneously approaching a gziven point, whether such vehicle first enter
and reach the intersection or not; provided, that the foregcing provision shall u

control signals or police officers, any driver entering an intersection at an
unlawful speed sha ll forfeit any right of way which he wauld octherwise nave
under this subdivision,

{b) Vehicles kuntering a Through Street.-- The driver of any venicle who has stopped
as required by law et the entrance to & through street simll yield to the other
vehicles within the i.tersection or approaching so closely on the through street
as to constitute an immediate hsza:rd, dbut said driver reving so ylelded may
proceed, and other vehicles appioecuing the intersection on tie tarourh street
shall yield to the vehtle so proceedisg into or =cross tle through street,

(¢) Veaicle Turning left st Intersection.=-- [le driver of & venicle within an if:.ter-
section intending vo turn to the left shall yield to any venicle approaching
from the opposite direction which is within the intersecticn or so clcse there-
to uas to constitute an immedimte hazard, but said driver having so yielded
end having #iven a sigusl winen end as required by luw mey omke such left turn,
and other venicles epprosciing the intersection fromsuid opposite direction
shall yield to the ariver :mking the left turn,

SECTION 28, VEHICLES IN MOTION TO HAJE RIGHL~OF-WAY:

The driver of any vehicle aprroaching from tlie rear of & stopped or rarked
venicle shall have ti® right-of-way over euy such stopped or parked veuicle
and the driver or owner of uny such stop ed or parked veuicle shall be 1i-
able ani responsible for eny dams-e caused by a collision by reason of any
gich stopped or varked venicle moving out of position before the vay is
clear and before any vehicle Lnving tie risht-of -way has passed. ‘mv‘fried
however, that if tie aprromcuing vehicle 1is bel g opert'ned or driven in any
manner constituting & violation of :ny part o thls ordi:ance, tie driver
a owner of sny such approuching venicle shall forfeit all cihAlm to tie
right -of ~way and shall be held responsible for any accident arising from

such violation.
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SECTION 29. EXCEPTIONS TO RIGHT-OF=-WAY: ’

The driver of a vehicle entering a pbulic street from a private road, alley
or drive shall stop and y. "4 the right of way to all vehicles approaching i
on such public street.

The driver of a vehicle upon a street shall yisld the right of way to auth-
orized emsrgency vehicles wien the latter are operated in emergencies und
the drivers thereof sound audible signal by bell or siren. This provision
shall not operate to relieve the driver of an authorized emergency vehicle
from the duty to drive with due regurd for the safety of all pers .ns using
the street, nor shall it protect the driver of any such vehicle from con-
sequence of an arbitrary exercise cf such right of way.

30, OPERATION OF VEHICLEZS ON APPROACH OF AUTHORIZED EMERGENCY VEHICLES:

Upon the eapproach .f any asuthorized emergency vehicle giving asudible signal
by bell or siren, the driver of every other v:hicle shall iumediately drive
the sume to a position 43 near as possible end perallel to the right-hand
edge or curb of the street, cleur of any intersection of streets, and shall
stop and remain in such positica, unless otherwise directed by & police
officer, until the sutuorized emergency venicle shall have passed.

31, PEDESTRIAN'S RIGHT -OF~WAY:

The driver of any vehicle saell yield the right of way to a pedestrian
crossing the street within eny merked crosswalk or within any unmarked
crosswalk, exceot st intersections where the movement of traffic is being
regulated by poline officers or traffic control signals.

whenever any venicle nas stopped et a marked or uunmarked crosswalk or at
any intersection to permit a pedestrian to cross the street, it shall be
unlawful for the driver of eny other vehicle approaching from the rear to
overtake und pass such storred vehicle.

Every pedestrian crossing a street at eny point other than within a marked
or unmrked crosswalk sazll yleld the right of way to vepicles upon the
street,

The provisions of this section shz=11 not relieve the driver of a vehicle or
the pedestrian from the duty to exercise due care,

32. PEDESTRIAN'S RIGHI AND DUTIES AT CONTROLLED INTERSECTIONS:

At intersections where traffic i{s controlled by traffic control signals

or police officers, drivers of venhicles, including those making turns,
shall yield the right of way to pedestrians crossing or those who have
started to cross the streets on & green or "Go" sizuul, snd in 8ll other
cases pedestrians shall yield the right of way to vehicles lawfully pro-
ceeding directly anead on & green or "GO" sigmul,

At intersections where truffic is controlled by traffic control signals or
by police officers, pedestrizns shall not cross & street against a red or
"Stop" signal, end between ad juceut intersections @0 controlled shall not
cross at any plece except in a m:rked or unmarsed crosswalk; provided, how=-
ever, that where signal changes are sugmented by & ringing of & bell, pedes-
trians snsll be peruitted to proceed across such street upoun the ringing
of the first hell.

HALF OF CROSSHALKS:

33, PEDESTRIANS TO USE RIGHT

Pedestriens shall move, wnenever practicable upon the right half of crosswulks.

34, PEDESTRIANS SOLICITING RIDES:

It shall be unlswful for sany person to stem ina street for the purpose of
soliciting a ride from the driver of any vehicle.

35, DRIVING THROUGH SAFETY ZONE PROXIBITED:
The driver of a vehicle shsll not at any time drive through or over a
safety zone.

36, STOP BEFORE EMERGING FROM ALLEY OR PRIVAITE DRIVEWAY:

The driver of a vehicle within s business or residence district emerging from
an alley, driveway or building simll stop such veanicle imedietely prior to
driving onto & sidewualk or onto the sidewslk area extend iug ecross any alley=-
way or driveway.

37 . UTOPPING OR PARKING PRORIBITED IN SPECIFIED PLACES:

It shall be unlawful for the driver of a venicle to stop, stund or park such
vehiclg, whether atteuded or unettended, except when in compliunce with the
directions of a police officer or traffic control sigual, in any of the
following places:-

3. Betwe:n a safety zone and the adjaceut curb,

4, vithin thirty (30) feet upon the approach to any official flashing beacon
or traffic control signel located ut the side of the street.

6., Within ten (10) feet of a fire hydrant.

7. In front of a private drdveway.

g, On a sidewrlk.

9. Alongside or opposite any street excavation or obstruction when such stop-
ping, staudine or parkirg would obstruct traffic.

10. At tre place where officiasl truffic sipgus have beeh erected pronibviting
stunding or parking.

11, 7ithin any area marked off by traffic marimrs or b vellow or orance stripes
painted upon the street curt zud paverent or upon the street curb only, in-
dicating a loeding zone, safetly zone, crosswalk or pedestrisn lune, fire hy-
rant, theatre entrauce or exit, police stution, fire station, where "no
parking" signs are posted or for any other purpose desigiated by such off-
iciel markings,

SECTION 33, MOTOR VEHICIE LIFT ULATTENDED, BRAKES TO PE SET AND ENGINE STOPPED:

(a) No person huving control or charge of a motar ve.icle shall allow such vehicle
to stend on any street umattended without first stopping the motor of said
vehicle, and when standiag upon any perceptible grade without turnirg the
front wneels of such vehicle to the curbdb or side of the street. a

SECTION 39. WILFUL DESTRUCTION UNIAWFUL:

o person shall, individually or in association with one or more others, wil-
fully break, injure, temper with or remove any part or parts of any motor ve-
hicle for the purpose of injuring, defacing or destroying such vehicle, or
temporarily or permsnently preventing its useful operztion for any purpose
against the will or without the cousent of the owner of such motor venicle,
oY in eny other mamer wilfully or malicicusly interfere with or prevent the
running of such motor vehicle or the operation of the same.

SECTION 40. UNLAWFUL TO ENTER WITHOUT CONSENT QF OWIER:

No person, except an uuthorized officer, marsml, constatle or policeman shall,
without the consent of the owner or person lawfully in charge of a motor ve-
hicle, climb upon or into such motor vehicle, whether the sume be et rest or in
motion; or, wnile such motor venicle is at rest or unattended, attempt to man-
ipulete eny of the levers, the starting crank or other device, brekes or mech-
enism, or to set said venicle in motian,

SECTION 41, OESTRUCTION TO DRIVER'S VIEW OR DRIVING LIECHANISM:

(a) It suall be unelwful for the driver of any vehtcle todrive the same when such
veulcle is so lesaded as to obstruct the view of the driver to the front or
sides or to interfere with the driver's control or with the driving mechanism
of the vehicle, or wien such driver ites in his or her lap, or in his or her
embrace another person, bamggage or other encumbrance which prevents the f ree
and unhampered operation of such motor vehdcle, 5

{b) It shall be unelwful for zny rassenger in & venicle to ride in such positio ’
as to interfere with the driver's or operator's view ahead or to the sides,
or %o interfere with the driver's or operator's control of the driving mech-
anism of the vehicle; vprovided, however, that it shall be unalwful in any
case for the driver of a veulicle to permit more than three persons over the
age of 12 yeasrs to occupy the front or driver's seat of any motor vheicle
while such vehicle is in motion on the street. "Occupying,” ¢s used bherein,
shall include the holding of one perscn upon the la&ap of another.

SECTION 42, UNLAWFUL TO CARRY DOG, CHILDREN OR PERSONS ON EXTERNAL PARDTS OF AUTOMORBILES:

It shall be unlawful for any parson to carry & dog upon a putlic street upon
the hood, fender, running voard or other exteruzl part of any automobile or
truck unless the same shmll be vrotected by framework, carrier or other aevice
sufficient to keep any such animel from falling from the sald automoblle; pro-
vided further, that it siell be unluwful a4t any time for =y person to carry
any child or person upon a public street upon the hood, fender, running board
or other externsl part of any motor vehicle.

SECTION 43. FOLLOWING FIRE APPARATUS PROHIBITED:

(a) It shall be unulwful for the driver of eny vehicle other thuan one on officlal
business to follow any fire aprsuratus traveling in response to & fire alarm
closer than 500 feet or %o drive into or park such vehicle within the block
where fire apparatus ous stopped in answer to a fire alarm, or within three
blocks of & point where a fire is in progress.

(b) It shall be unel wful for any person to intrude himself or terself upen uny
street, or premises, where & fire is in nrorress, in such & manner as to
interfere with any member or members of the rire depurtient in their eflorts
to extinrussh such fire, und it shall be unslwful for any person or persons
to congregate in the vicinity of suny fire in such a menner as to hinder or
interfere with said fire department in itm efforts to extinguish uny fire.
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44, CROSSI..G FIRE HOSE:

No wenicle shall be driven over any unprotected hose of fire department when
laid down on any street, alley or private driveway, to be used at any fire or
ailarm of fire, without the cousent of the fire department in command. And the
violation of this section shall subject the offerders to a minimum fiie of
five doliars ($35).

45, CCASTING _-ROUIEITED:

The driver of & motor venicle wien traveling upcn a down gr:zde upon any street
shall not coast with the gears of sucu vedcle in neutral, nor stell the driver
of a motor truck coast with the clutch of such vehicle disengaged,

46, INJURIOQUS SUBSTAICE ON STREETS:

No person shall throw, daposit or leave =any glass tottles, glass, nails, tacks,
hoops, wire, cens, or any other substance likely to injure any person, animal
or veihicle upon any street of this city.

Any party to a collision or other notor vehicle accident shall imediately
remove or cause to be removed from said street, alley or public place, all
glass and foreign substeaice resulting from such oollision or accident, as
well as the motor vehicle wnich said party was driving at the time of such
collision or accide:t.

47, UNLAWFUL TO DISCHARGE FIREARLIS ON OR ACROSS STREITS:

No person shall discharge eny air rifle, rifle, gun, revolver or other fire-
arm upon or across any street in this city; provided, that this section smll
not be construed to prevent the dischurge of such firearms by peace officers
in the performsnce of tueir cuty.

48, REQUIRED LIGHTING EQUIPMENT:

When Vehicles Must Be Equipped., Zvery vehic le upon & street within tnis city
during the pericd froma half hour after sunset to s half hour before sunrise
and at all times when fog or otier atmospheric conditicns render the operution
of said motor vehicle dangerous to traffic or the use of streets and at any
other time when there 1is not sufficient light to render clearly discernible
any person on the street at & distence of 200 feet ahead, simll be equipped
with lighted front and rear lamps &s in this section respectively required
for different clesses of vanicles and subiect to exemption wit h reference to
lights on parked veunicle es declared in subdivisicn (h).

Head Lamps On kotor Vehicles.- Lvery motor venicle other thun a motorcycle,
roadroller or road machinery, shall be equipped with two head lamps, no more
and no less, at the front of and on opposity sides -f the motor venicle, whdch
head lamps shall comply with the requirements and limitatims set forth in
section 52 or 53, end except &8s to acetylene heud lamps suall be of a type
which has been approved bty tie secretary of sState.,

Head Lamps On Motorcycles.- Zvery motorcycle shall be equipped with at least
one and not more than two fesd lamps witich small comply with the requirmments
and limitetions set forth in section 52 or section 53 and except as to acety~
lens head lamps shall be of & type waich has been approved by the secretary
of state.

Rear Lamus and Reflectors.- Every motor vehicle and every trailer or semi-
trailer which is being drawn by another vehicle shall carry at the rear a
lamp of a type wnich nas been spuroved by the sscretary of state and which
exhibits 8 red light pla2inly visibtle umder normal atmospneric cord it ions
from a distance of 500 feet %o the rear of such venicle, and so coustructed
end placed thut the number plute carried on the rear of such venicle shall
under like condit lons be so illuminated by a wnite light as to be read from
a distance of 50 feet to the rear of such venick , uand every commercial

motor vehicle, trul ler or semitrailer sinll csarry at t.e rear in adcition

to & rear lamp as above srecified a red reflector of 8 type which hias been
approved by the secretary of stute amd wnich is so designed, located as to
height snd maintained as to be visible for et least 200 feet when avproached
by a motor vehicle displayirg leawful undimmed headlisghts at night on an un-
lighted street, Any motor vehicl my have attached to the rear thereof one
white ligat equipped with a lamp bulb of not to exceed 32 candle power, which
may be used only for the purpose of discerning obiects to the rear when the
motor ve.icle is in reverse motion, bdtut wnich small not be otilerwise used,
amd provided that such light be so aimed and dire cted upon the surface of the
street for a distance 1 more than 25 feet to the rear of the veuicle, em
shall not project & glaring or dazzling light.

Clearance Lamps or Reflectors.- svery veuicle, other than a road-roller or
road mechinery nhaving a width at any pert in excess of 72 inches shall carry
two clear:nce lamps of the left :side of such vehicle, one located ut the front
and displaying o wiaite light visible uuder normal atmospueric couditions from
& distance of 500 feet to tie front of tus ve.icle, end the other located at
the rear of tie venicle und displaying 8 red light visible under the like
conditions from & distance of 00 feet to the reur of the vehicle. such
clearance lamps shall be equipped with tulbs of not more tuan six candle power.
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(f) Lemps On Other Vehicles.~ All vehicles not heretofore in this section re-
quired to be equipped with srecified lighted lemps shall carry one or more
lighted lamps or lanterns displaying & white light visible under norm 1l
atmospheric conditions from a distance of not less than 500 feet to the
front snd rear of such vehicle; at least ome of such lamps shall be carr-
ied on the left side of such vehicle.

(g) Side Larker Lights Yr Reflectors.=- Any venicle exceeding 20 fest in length
shall display a white marker light of not to exceed four candle power, or
8 white reflector, meeting the requirements as to visibility of subdivision
(d), on both the right end left sides, and any compbi:atim of vehicles ex-
ceeding 20 feet in length st 1l display on both the risht and the le ft sides
such marker lights or reflectors at iuntervals of not to excecd 20 feet. Other
;:hiclos may but ere not required to display such side murker lights or re-

ectors.

SECTIQN 49. ADDITIOLAL LIGHT ON VEJICLES:=-

(a) Spot Lemps. Any motor veuicle mey be equijsped with not to exceed twa spot
lamps, except that & motorcycel shmall not be equipped with more than one
spot lamp, and every lighted spot lemp suull be so aimed end used upcn
approaching another veiic le ti:t no part of tie beam will be directed to
the 1gt of the center of the street nor more than 100 feet alead of the
vehicle.

(b) Auxiliary Driving Lamps. Any motor vehicle may be equipped with not to ex-
ceed two auxiliary driving lamps mounted on the front thereof at a height
not less than 18 inches above tie level s.rface on which the veuicle stands.
Every such auxiliary lemp or any spot lemp or suxiliary lamp controlled by
the steering mechanism of tre venicle or attacned to such venicle in a
manner tiat tie ligat fhererrom vte directed perallel tc the axis of the
venicle shall meet the reqguirements and limitetions set forth in section 53,

(c) Signal Lamps. «ienever a motor venicle is equipped with & signal lamp to
comply with provisions of section 26, the sigrel lsmp shall be 80 construc-
ted and located on the vehicie 8s to give a sizrel, which shall bte pleinly
visible in norml Bunlizht from & distunce of 100 feet to drivers of vehi-
cles affected bty such signal, but shell mot -ro ject a glaring or dazzling
light and shall be of type end color approved by the secretary of state.

SECTION 50, REQUIREMENTS AS TO HEAD LAMPS AND AUXILIARY DRIVIIG lLAMPS:=-

(a) The head lemps of motor vehicles shell be so constructed, arranged, end ad-
Justed that, except @s provided in suvsectiam (c) of this section, they will
at all times mentioned in section 48 and under normal ustmospheric conditions
und on a level road produce & driving light sufficient to render clearly dis-
cernible a person 200 feet anead, but shAall not moject a glaring or dazzling
light to persons in frcemt of such head lamp,

(b) Heed lamps shall be deemed to comply with thne fo regoing provisiens prohibit-
ing glaring and dazzling light if none of the main bright portion cf the head
lamp beums rises above a norizontal plane passing through the lamp centers
parallel to the level road uvon wiich the loaded venicle stands, and in no
case higher than 42 incmes 70 feet sheud of the vehic le; vrovided further
that in no case shall the bulb or Wwlbs o eny head lamp, spot lamp or aux-
iliary lamp exceed 32 candlepower,

(¢) Whenever a motor ve.ick is teing operated upon a street, or portion thereof,
which is sufficiently lighted to reveal a person on tre street at a distaince
of 200 feet ahead of the veuicle it suall ve permissible to dim the head lamps
or to tilt the beams downward or to substitute theretor the lignt from an
suxiliery driving lemp or pair of such lumps; swh.act to the restrictions &s
to the tilted beams and euxiliary driving lump set forth in this subsection.
Whenever & motor vehicle meets aunother veuici? on any street at unight time
upon & wet, hard-surface strect, the driver of such motor veuicle shell dim
his head lamps; provided, the candlepower of such dimmed lights shsll in no
event be less than four or more than 12 candlepowar; provided further, that
in liwu of dimming, as defi.ed herein, it shall te permissible to tilt the
beams of the head lamps downward or to substitute therefor the lizht from an
auxiliery driving lamp or peir of lamps, subject to the requirements that the
tilted head lamps or auxilisry lamp or lamps shall give sufficient illumina-
tion under normsl atmospheric conditions end on a level roed to render clear=-
ly discernible & person 75 feet aneud, but shsll not project a glaring or
dazzling light to persons in front of the vehicle, provided that at all times
required in section 48 st lenust two lights shall be displayed on the front of
ard on opposite sides of @every motor vehicle otier then 8 motorcycle, road-

roller or road nachinery.

SECTION 5l. ACETYLENE LIGHIS:=-

Motor vebicles may be equipped with two acetylene head lamps of apppoximate
equal candlepower when equipned with clear plane gless tronts, bright six-
inch spherical mirrors and staoudurd acetylene five-eights foot burners, not
more und not less, and which must throw sufficient lisht ehead to rmke clear=-
ly visible all vehicles, persocus or substuzutial obiects upon the street with-
in a distauce of two hundred (200) feet, but which do not project a glaring
or dazzling light into the eyes of an spproaching driver,
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58, ILLEGAL TO 5iLL OR USE UNAP?:OVED DEVICE:-

It shall be unlawful for my person to sell or offer for sale, either sep-
aretely or as a part of the equipment of & motor veiuicle, or to use upon a
motor vehicle, upon a street, =zny electric heed lamp or any suxiliary dri-
ving lemp, reur lamp, sigual lamp, or reflectar device, uiless of a type
wilch has been submitied to the secretary of xtate for test and for which

a certificute of approval has becn obtained from the secretury of state as
hereinafter provided.

It shall be uralwful for any person to sell or to offer for sale either
separately or as a part of the equipment of ma motor vehicle any head lemp,
auxiliary driving lamp, rear lamp, siginl lamp or reflector device approved
by the secretary of statve uuless such device bears thereon the trademark or
name under woich i1t 1is approved so as to be legivle when installed, and is
eccompanied by printed iustructions as to the candlepower of bulbs to be used
therewith as approved by the secretary of state and any particular methods
of mounting or 2d justment &s to focus or aim necessary for compliance with
the requirements of tnis ordinance.

53. HEAD LAMPS:

Head lamps simll be presumed to comply with this ordinance if they comply
with the following requirements and limitet ions when the vehicle upon which
they are affixed is fully loaded., 'he ligit pronjected by such head lamp
shall be as follows:

1, In the median vertical plme parallel to the lamps on a level with the
centers of the lamps, not less than 1,800 znd not more then 6,000 appar-
ent candlepower,

2. In the median vertical plane, one degree of arc below the level of the
center of the lamps, not less than 7,200 apparent candlepower, and there

shall not ve less than 7,200 apparent caudle power,anywhere on the horizon-
tal line through tois point one degree to the left or to the right of
this point,

3. In the medien vertical plane one dezree of arc above the level of the
center of the lamps it more then 2,400 nor less then 500 apparent can-
dlepower.

4. Four degrees of urc to the left of the median verticel plane and one
degree of erc ubove the level of the center of tle lamps not more than
1,250 spparent candlepower,

5, One and one-half degrees of urc below the level of the ceunter of the
lamps and three dezrees of arc to the left and to the rignt, respect-
ively, of the medien vertical plane not less than 5,000 apparent candle=-
power nor less toen this smount anywhere on the line commecting these two
points.

6., Three degrees of arc below the level of the center of the lamps and six
degrees of arc to the left and to the rignt respectively, of the median
vertical plene not less than 2,000 apparent candlepower nor less than
this emount anywhere on the line connecting these two points.,

54, ENFORCEMENT OF PROVISIONLS:-

The driver of any motor velhicle equipped with approved head lsmps, auxiliary
driving lemps, rear lamps or signal lamps who is arrested upon a charge that
such lamps are improperly ad justed or ere equipped with tulbs of a candle-
power not approved for use therewith, snull be allowed 48 hours within which
to briung such lamps into conformance with the requirements of this ordinunce.
It shall be a defense to any such charce that the person arrested produce in
court evidence showing that within 48 hours after such arrest such lumps have
been made to conform wi th the requirements of this ordinence.

55. RED OR GREEN LIGHT VISIBLE FROM IN FRONP OF VEHICLE PROHIBITED:-

It shall be unlawful for sny person to drive or move any vehicle upon a street
with any red or green light thereon visible from directly in front thereof,
provided, however, that motor venicles operated on regularly establisied routes
in the trunsportation of persons or property for hire, muy use attached to the
body thereof, such colored unrker lights equipred with bulbs of not to exceed
six cundlepower, us the secretury of stute, in his discretion may prescribe.
This section shall not epply to police or fire department or fire patrol vehi-
cles,

56. BRAKIS:=

Every motor vehicle other thun & motorcycle when operated upon & street shall
be equipped with brukes adequate to control the movement of snd to stop and
to hold such vehicle, including two separate means of applying the brekes,
each of which meaus sinll be effective to apply the brukes to at leust two
wheels. If these two separate means of applying the brakes are coluected in
any way, they sahll be so constructed that falilure of any ome part of the op=-
erating mechanism sisll mot leuve the motor vehicle without brukes on at
least two wheels.

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Any combination of motor veilcle, truiler, semi-trailer or other vehicla shall '
be equipped with brgkes upon one or more of such vehicles adequate to stbp
such combination of vehicles within the distunce specified for motor vehi-
cles under regulsations set forth in subdivision (e) of this section,
kEvery motoreycle, and bicycle with motor attached, when operated upon a
street sh:ll be provided with at least one breke, wiich may be operated by
hand or foot.
All brakes shall be maintained in good working order and shall conform to
regulations set forth in subdivision (e) of this section.
The Brakes of a motor venicle or combination of vehicles shal)l be deemed
adequate when, on 8 dry, hurd, approximately level stretch of street, free
from loose material, such brekes suall be capable of stoppling the motor
venicle or combi.ation of veaicles, when operating at speeds set forth in
the following tuble, within the distuices set opposite such speeds provid-
ed that no vehicle shull be tested for brukes efficiency at a speed high-
er than that permitted by law for such veidcles:

The method of test to bte used in determining that vehicles, of the several
classes mentioned in this section, meet the performnce requiremrents set
forth in subdivision (e) of this section shall be conlucted in such a
man.er as the secrevary of stute may vrescribe, which muy be by the use of
instruments suitable for the purpose approved by the United State Bureau
of Standards.

67, HORNS AND WARNING DEVICES: =

Every motor vehicle when operated upon & street sinll be equipped with a
horn in good working order, capable of emitting sourd audible under nor=-
mal conditions from a distunce of not less then 200 feet, and it sinll be
unlawful except as otherwise provided in this section, for any vehicle, to
be equipped with, or for any person, to use upon & vehicle, any bell,
siren, or exhsust whistle, or for any person, &t any time, to use a horn
otherwise thun as & reasonable wariing or to meks any u.ecessary Oor un-
reasonably loud or harsh sound by wmeaus of a horn or other warning device.
The use of such horn for the purpose of attructing the atte.tion of others
on the streets, on the sidewalks or in buildiugs, is pronibited.

Every authorized emergenucy veulcle used for emerpgeicy culls shull be equi-
pped with a bell or siren or exhaust w.istle of & type spproved by the
secretary of stute, but no such device shall be installed or used upon uny
other veliicle. :

58, MIRRORS:=

Every motor vehicle shall be so eguipred with s mirror or other device as

to enable the driver thereof to have such & clear and unobstructed view

of the rear at all times and under all conditions of load as will enable

him to see any other venicle &pprogching from not less then 200 feet in ;5':
the rear on sn unobstructed street. &

59, WINDSHIELD LUST BE UNOBSTUCTED AND EQUIPPED WITH WIPERS:=-

It shall be unlawful for any perscn to drive any vehick upona street with
any sign, poster or other montvr-usparent raterial upon the front wi ndshnield,
sidewings, side or rear windcws of auch motor wveiicle o .her than a certificate
or other paper required to be so displayed by law.

Every windsnield cn & motor v-hick suall be equipped with & device far
cleaning rein or other moisture from the wiudshield, which device suall be

so constructed s to be controlled or opersted by thie driver of the vehicle.

60. FLAG OR LIG.T AT HID OF LGAD:-

Whenever the load on any vehicle siall estend more than four feet beyond the
rear of the bed or body thereof, tnere simamll be displayed at the end of such
in such position as to be cleurly visible at all times frow the rear of such
lond & red fleg not less thun 12 inches both in lensth and width except that
between one-half hour arter sunset snd ore-hulf hour berore sunrise there
shall be displuyed at the end of eny such loac a rea lircnt pledinly visible
under normsl atmospheric conditions at least 200 feet from tne rear of such
verdcle; vrovided, t.at a loaud on suy venicle shall not extend bveyond the
1imits set forth in section 6l, subdivision (f).

61. SIZE OF VEHICLES AND LOADS:=-

No vehicle shall exceed a total outside width, iucluding any load thereon, t
of eipht feet, except that the widih of & farm tractor shall not cxceed
nine feet, except tuat tie limitations as to size of vehlcles stated in

this sxction shall nuot apply to implements of husbundry temporurily pro-

pelled or moved upon the streets of the Uity of Albuny.
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No vehicle unluden or with loed smll exceed & leight of 12} feet; provided,
however, that no vehicle exceeding a teight of eleven (11) feet shall be
operated on any street of this city without permission of the chief of police.
No vehicle with or without lotcd sh 11 exceed a length of 35 feet, extreme
over all diuension, inclusive of front and rear bumpers, and no train of
vehicles coupled togetuer with or withcut load sirll exceed a total length
of 50 feet; provided however, thut the foregoing limit of 50 feet in total
length of any combination of vehicles shall not apply to vehicles or any
combination of vehicles used by public utilities in hzuling and trunsporting
poles, piling uand/or structures used or to be used in comection with the
business of such public utility transporting and hauling the same. A truck,
tractor and semi~trailer sucll be consirued to be ore vehicle, and a motor
vehicle and a pole or pipe dolly shull be construed to be a truin of veni-
cles for the purrose of deteruining length.

No train of venicles or venicle operated slone shell carry any load ex-
tending more tnen three feet veyond the front thereof,

No passenger venicle smmll carry eny load extend ing beyond the line of the
fenders on tine left side of such wenicle nor exterding more thuen six inches
beyond the line of the fender on the right side thereof.

It suell be unlewful to move over uny street of this city any vehicle or
conbination of venicles carrying en overananging or unsupported loed ex-
tending beyond tihe lest axle of tie veaicle or combination of venicles forx
a greater dista.ce tunen tnut equal to one-mmlf of the length of the wheel-
base of the vehicle currying said load, if a sirgle venicle, or ocne-third
of the length of the wheelbase of the ccmbination of veuicles carrying
said load, if a combination of vehicles; mrovided, however, thnat the over-
all length of venicle a«nd load or coxmbination of ve.icles snd loads shell
in no case exceed the limits set forth in subdivision (¢) of this section.
Public utilities, for tie purpose of traunsporting sand heuling poles, piling
and/or structures used or to be used in comnection with the busiress of
such utility, shall have the right to use &nd operate upon and along all
streets any venicle or combination of venicles for the purpose of izuling
and transporting poles, piling and/cr structures, providing the total
length of any loud of such poles, piling ar structures does not exceed 75
feet, and, excepting in en emerge!cy, any putlic utility desiring to move,
transport and /or haul any load of poles, piling snd/or structures exceed-
ing 75 feet in length shull epply to the chief of police for a pernit, and
the chief of police saall grant such permit subject to such reasonable re-
strictions as mey be recessary to protect the street of the vity of nlbany
and the users thereof.

62. TRAILERS AND TCWED VEHICLES:-

The distence between any two venicles, one of which is towing or drawing the
other on a street, sha 1l not exceed 15 feet in length, measured from the
resr axle of the first vehicle to the front axle of the second vehicle ex-
cept that in the cuse of a motor veliicle towing or drawing a pole or pipe
dolly the distunce between tie rear uxle of the motor veuicle and the front
axle of the pole or pipe dolly muy exceed 15 feet but shall not exceed

25 feet; and further provided, that in the cuse of a motor veiulcle towing
or drawing unothner veunicle tnat ias been temporarily disabled the distance
between the rear axle of tie rirst venicle and the front axle of the said
disabled veulcle may exceed 15 feet btut shall not exceed 25 feet. .henever
such connection consists solely of a chein, rope or cable, there shall be
displeyed upon such co:rection a red flag or other sigual or clotn not less
tzan 12 inches both in length upnd width,

All trailers or semi-trailers shall e equipped with such an efficlent
coupling device as will not vermit swid trailer or semi-trailer to swing
over three inches either way beyond tie track of the venicle furnishing

the motive power when opersting on & tangent.

63. PERMITS FOR HEAVY OR EXTRA LCIUG LOADS:~-

No logs or piling simll be ucved over or uvon the streets of this city

wit hout written permission, Such written permission shull be obtained from
the Street Conmittes of the «ity of albany,

No logs, poles, piiimgz, or other thiugs snall be dragged upon or over the
surface of any street,

64. STEEL RIMS,LUGS,ETC,:- -

No tire on any motor veinicle or any other vehicle, except such vehicle be
actually engaged at the time in constmction or repair work on public
streets of this city, shall nave on the peripnery of its wheels eny block,
stud, cleat, bead, or any other protuberumce o metal which projects be-
yond the tread or truction surfuace of the tire,

65, SIFTING OR LYAKING LOADS:- %
No vehicle shall be driven or moved n any street unless such vehicle
18 so constructed cr loaded as to prevent its caitents from dropping,
sifting, leaking, or otherwise escuping therefrom,
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SECTION 66. STREET CURBS, GUTTER, ETC.

(a) It shall be unalwful for any person to place any dirt, wood, or other mat-
erial in the gutter or space next to the curb of any street with the intention
of using seme as driveway.

(b) It shell be unalwful for any person to remove or demage in any way, any
portion of any street curb without first obtuining written permission from
the Supt., of STRELTS.

(¢) Any person wishing to move any heavy thing such as & builiing, excavating
machine or well drilling ecuipment over or upon & street curb siall first
obtain & written permit from the Supt., of Streets, und shall be neld
responsible for any end all demage to seme.

SECTION 67, PAINTING OR LETTERING STREZT CURES OR PAVENMANT:-

(a) It shall be unlawful for eny person, firm, corporaticn or association to
letter, mark or paint, in any nanner, any letters, marks or signs on any
sidewalk, curbd, street or alley, or to post on a parking strip anything
designed or intended to pronibit or restrict parking in front of eany side-
walk, dwelling house, business house or in any alley, except in compliance
with the provisions of this ordinance.

(b) Any person, firm, corporation or association desiring to letter, mark, or
paint a street sidewalk, curb, street or alley, or rost by sizns on a parke
ing strip, to prohitit or restrict perking in front of er ad juceut to side-
walk, curb, street or alley or in frout of eny dwelling or business house,
shall file en epplicution with the city recorder, stating the name of the
street end the number, the lot and block desired to protect by such signs
of parking prohibition or restriction, iemes of persons affected, whether
property is tusiness or privute &awellins, the reusons for the application
in detail, and whether the privilege siell be temporary or permanent, and
no perrit shall become operstive, or a protection fr.m the peialties here=-
of, until after the Common uouncil of this city siedl have pussed favor=-
ably upon such application.

(e) A1l permits authorized by the Common Council ere hereby ple ced under tre
supervi®ion of the chief of police ard it snall be the duty of the holders
of the permits granted hereunder to comply with the directions of the
said chief of police in tie instellation of eny signs or mrkings author-
ized hereunder,

SECTION 68, REPAIRING MOTOR VEHICLES IN STREETS, AILLEYS, ETC.:

It shall be unlewful for eny person to répair or ettempt to repair any
pert of any motor vehicle, or to race tle engine of any motor venicle,

or to blocw the horn of any motor venicle, except es provided in section
57 of this ordinunce, upon uny street or in any alley or public place in
this city, between the hours of 7 2 ,M, and 7 A.M., if such repair or
attempt to repalr mukes sny noise which may be objectionuble to occupants
of stores, ofrices, hotels, apurtments or residences.

SECTION 69, MUFFLERS ON MOTOR VEHICLES:

Every motor vehicle operated in this city snall be emipped with & muff-
ler of such size, design und cornstructiom as to effectively muffle, ab-
sorb and eliminate 8ll motor exhaust woises. such muffler shall be kept
in service continually while any such vehicle is operating its engine
upon the streets, alleys or other public nlaces in this city, and it shall
be unlawful to operate any motor vehicle upon :the strcets, &ll eys or
other public places in this city with its muffler cut-out opet or part-
ially open so as to permit its engine explosions to nass by %W the open
efr without passing throush the muffler. It shall be unalwful to equip
any nuffler with tube or pipe which will permit exhaust gesses to pass
directly through the muffler, or any tube, pipe or cut-aut to permit the
engine explosions to pass by the open air around the muffler. The use of
butterfly valves at any point in the motor exheust pipe shall be unlew-
ful. It shall be unlawful to partially close ar flatten the motor exhaust
or tail pipe at its extremity. Lo venicle simll be oreruted with an ex-
cessive smoky exhuaust upon any stre:=t, alley or putlic place., 'ufflers on
new venicles, classed as fuctory equipment, especislly on motorcycles und
trucks, simll not necessarily meet the requirements of this ordinance.

SECTION 70. PARADES AND CONGESTED TRAFFIC:

(a) The driving of two or more motor venicles in line, one following direct-
ly behind snother(funeral processions excepted) for the purpose of forming
a perade of suy nature siall be unslwtul without the chief of police first
being duly notified, requesting & police escort and scuring & permit for
such parade from said chief of police,

(b) It shall ve unlawful for any person to drive any veilcle parallel wi th
the line of any lawful parade, or funeral procession, either on the
right or the left side of such parade, or funerul procession, or to drive
eny vebicle through the line of any lawful maruade or funeral procession.
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In parades, at theatres end otler occasions and places ehere traffic is
congested, veiicles shall be operated with due care and caution, and
jockeying veiicles und running by for position is pronibited. Each vehi-
cle wien stopped to load or unload pmssengers at theatres und public
gatherings of any nature shall immediately move out and away from such
congested area,

It shsll te unalwful to drive any vehicle in any parade for the purpose
of serenade or charivari at any time upon the streets, alleys or public
places in this city.

It skall te unluwful for persons to organize in parude and march on foot
upon the streets of tihis city without first duly notifying the chief of
police, requesting police protection and securing @ pemit for such parade
from said chief of police,

71. PARKING OF MOTOR VEHICLES:

All motor vehicles parked (see definiticm of parking) upon any street in
this city, shall be parked as follows;

Jhaonever sny motor venicle is parked upon any street in this city, it
shall be headed as thouch proceeding upon the right side of the street,
shere no mode of parking is indicsted by such painted white stripe or
other marking, any and all venicles narked in any such unmerked area
shall be parked parallel with the street curb end with the tires or
wheels on the right nund side of such vehicle, within 12 inches of the
curb. whenever the owner or driver of a vehicle is parked immediately in
front of or cl se to a btuilding to which the fire department has been
sunimoned, he or she shall immedistely remwe such vehicle from such area.

72, PARKIIG TIIE LIMITS:

The lawful time allowed for parking vehicles, shall, in amny section of
any street, be as indicated by lettering upon the face of yellow or arange
painted signs placed at tie top of stundards placed along the curbd lire
of eny section of any strest, cuch time limits and the indication thereof
may be chenged from time td time by action of the Common Jouncil, such
time limit shall mean the aggregate of time of all parking of any one
vehicle within a space of 220 feet measured along the curbd line, snall
not exceed tle time posted.

such time limits shall not epply on =undays or legal holidays or between
the hours of 6 P.M, and 9 A.M,

Such time limits sis 1l mo%t apply to light delivery vehicles (see defini-
tion), or to passenrer vehicles belng used exclusively for del ivery pur-
poses, when elther of sume can be recosnized es sich by the name of the
owner snd the nature of the tusiness being plainly visible upon such ve-
hicle while such veiicle is parked alongsile the street curb (not double
parked), directly in front of the place of tusiness to wiich 1t telongs.

73. PARKING TAXICABS AND FOR HIRE CARS:

The restrictions herein contdined recardi.g parkirg time limits shall
not epply to tuxicebs and for hire passe:ger cuxs, prdviced, the owner
or operator thereof has complied with the laws of the state of Oregon
and the ordinence of this city resulating the operation of such venicles,

74, DOUBLE PARKING:

It shsll be unlawful for eny person to "double park" or park & vehicle
benind vehicles purked head-in to, the street curb, or alongside ve-
hicles parked parked parallel with the strest curb, for & period in ex-
cess of five minutes at any one time in any one block on one side of &any
street and only then by lenving a licensed operztor at the controls of
such vehicle, with motor rumn.iug snd such oper=tor shall immediately
move such vehicle wien so "double parked" if requested to do so by any-
one desiring to move out from the curb or to ocaipy & clear space at the
curb, either of which move is blocked by the "double peried” vehicle.

under all conditicns.
"Triple perking” or stopping or parkirg in the second traffic lane be-
gi“:"i regularly parked veihicles, is pronibited under any end all con-
ons,
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(f) Light delivery vehicles (see definition) when they cen be recognized as such
by the neme of the owner and the nature of the business being plainly vis-
ible upon the bady of such vehicls, snmall be governed by the regulations
of this section rezardiug "double parkingm, except that the provisions of
subdivision (c) of this section shall not apply and except that such light
delivery venicles suall be allowed the same privilege as grunted motor
trucks losding or unloadi.g freight or merchandise before the hour of 12 A, M,

SECTION 75. STOPPING LEAR STREET INTERSECTIONS:

It shall be unlawful for any person to stop any vehicle for the purpose of
double parkingz or to locad or unload anything or passengers, with the front
or rear of such vehicle, as the case may bve, wit hin less than 15 feet fram
the elongation of the troperty line, if extemied, or to stop any vehicle
for the purpose of loading, ar unloading passengers or any thing within
any part of a street intersection, crosswalk or pedestrian lane,

SECTION 76. PARKING IN ALLEYS:

(a) It shall te unlawiul for uny pers:n, firm or corporation to park or casuse
to be parked, any vehicks within the ereda of an alley in this city, ex-
cept for the purpose of actual load ing or unloadiig of freighut or mer-
chandise, and in that case only for a period of time not in excess of ane

SECTIGN 77, PARKING VEHICLES ON BRIDGES:

It srall bte unlawful for any person to park any venicle upon any bridge
in this city.

SECTION 78, PARKING VEHICLES FOR SALE:
It stell be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to park any motor
vehicle upon the streets of this city for the purpcse of displaying or
offering the same for sale.

SECTION 79, MOVINLG UNLAWFULLY FARKED VEIICLES FROM STREETS, ETC.:

(a) The chief of police shull ceuse eny venicle to be removed from any street,
alley or public plaée in tnis city vhenever any police officer shall have
reason to telieve that such venicle wus left by any person in violation
of any provision of this ordinance.

(A) It shall be unluwful and punishavle as prodded in subaivision (b) of this
seoction for any person who is an hubitual user of narcotic drugs or eny
person who is under the iafluence of imoxicatving liquor or uarcotic drugs
to drive uny velhicle upon eny street within this city.
