deemed to suffer damages to the extent of $ 5.- ig per day for each and every day the
work is delayed beyond said time. 

Said contract saa11 further provide that said U. G. Bayne, shall promptly as due
make paynent to all parties sup, lyirig to him labor 7-a materimaterial for the prosecution of
the hereinabove described work and that he will not ^ eimit any lien or claim to be
prosecuted against the City of Albany for or on account of any labor or material fur- 
nished on said work and shell also pay all c ont ri but ions or am, unts due the State
Industrial Accident Fund incurred in the performance of said contract. 

Said U. G. Hiyni, shall furnish bond in a sum equal to fifty percent of the con- 
trict price wit good and sufficient surety thereon to be approved by the 1Sayor of the
City of Axlbeny, Oregon, to secure the faithful performance of all Lhe obligations of
said contract on '. le part of the said L'. a tie, and particularly on account of any
lien or claim for le'oor or material furnJsue on the part of tiny person arisiag out of
such c.: ar, ct. 

That no person shall be employed for more t..an eight hours in any one day or
forty- eight hours in any one week unless in case of emergency %.then no other com- 
petent labor is available and iu suvh cases such laborer shrill be paid double wages
for all over time.
