That Ninth street from the .. est Line of :: lm street to the West line of
ottega Street in the city of AAany, Oregon, shall be improved in the following manner, 
to -wit: 1. 

By grading said street to the proper subgrade. 2. 
By surfacing, tin roadway of said street full width with full intersections
with a six Inch gravel base and a 1 inch oil mat
surface to be approved by the council. 3. 

By laying and constructing cincrete gutters. 4. 
By constructinge.,ncrete curbs ari sidewalks wherever necessary. 5. 
By installing a proper drainage system. Said

all be deamed to suffer damatres on account tnereof to the amount of $25. 00 per day
for each and every day the completion _ f said work is delayed beyotA tLe time stated
in said contract, wl.ich LmDuut shall be paid by such contractor aoing the work
at the completiont:,ereof unless the time of the completion of such contract be

extended by the ;;our. uil. SECTION
