The party of the first pert does :: ereby agree to allow the party of the second
part to occupy its airport and flying field at albany, Oregon, beginr: ing on the
date hereof and ccntinui_"g durii: g the pleasure of the ouncll of the " ity of
Albany, Oregon. 

The party of the see ad part agrees that he will take good cure of said airport
and flying field during the titre tat ire occupies the same and will :.ot it.ter- 
fere with any rights of the party of the first part or of others who may desire
to lend and fly from said lar.ding field; tt: at re will pay all expenses of lights, 
water and tblephone wulci: may accrue during his occupancy of said airport and
will not permit said charges to beemme delinquent. Tha party of the second part
further agrees that he will rot Told the party of the first part liable on any
claims for damages cr otherwise. Taut the party of the second part will conduct
a flying school v.herein lie will give inetruction to studeiits desiring to learn
to. fly aircraft. 

It is further agreed that the party of the second part shall pay to the party
of the first part tie a= of Fifteen and nU/ 100 ($ 15. 00) Dollars per month, in

advance for rental of said field uLd premises aforesaid. 

It is further understood and agreed that tail contract may be terminated by
the party of the first part upon giving to the party of the second part thirty
days notice, at the expiration of wn. ch time the second party shall vacate said
premiseb.
