Whereas, the peace, health and safety of the people of the city
of Al, any, Oregon, requires th: t ti:ia ordinance shall become immediately effe- 
ctive, therefore an emerreLcy is hereby declared to exist and this ordi..ance
shall be and beecrie effective immediately upon its final passage by the council
and approval by the USyor.
