ection 1. The fire department of the city of Albany, Oregon, shall consist of a

Chief engineer, a first assistant engineer and a second assistant engineer, four
or more day firemen, six ni - ia fir Ûrea, and t,senty- five or more volunteer firemen, 
all cf whom shall be subject to the supervision and control of the city council
cf said City. 

ction 2. The mayor shall appoint titee members of the oouncil to be known, as

the eormittee ca fire and water, w"dch cor.-Attee shall be ap- lointed at the first
regular m:: eting of the council fol. owing the election. 

action 3. The chief engineer and the assistant engineers shall be selected by
the council. 

Section 4. T`, e s,.daries of the chief engineer, the assistant engineers, and the
firmen shall be fired by resolution of the council and shall be paid monthly as
the salaries of the other city officers and employes are raid. 

Section 5. ' lie chief engineer and the assistant engineers shall hold their res- 
pective ofrices until their successors are selected and ' malified, or the council

may It any time by a two- thirds' vote declare the office of chief engineer or
assistant engineers vacant. :'. 9never there is a vacancy in the office of the
c: i e! engineer or an assistant engineer, the council fray, by a majority vote, 

appoint some qualified person to act until a successor is chosen. 

Section 6. The chief engineer and regular firemen shall be on duty at all times
and shall lodge within the department headquarters, except when away on regular
leave; provided, that all regular firerma shall be subject to call for duty at

any and all titres, whether on leave or not. The chief engineer may lodge at his
home; provided, that the chief eng.ineer' s home shall be within a reasonable
distance fran the department headquarters. The assistant engineers shall each

be a regular Somber cf the fire de artment. The right firemen shall lodge within

the ddpartment head^. uarters and shall be on duty at all tines in the night until
5 a. m., and all firer_en whe n on duty shall, with all reasonable dispatch, answer

every alarm, both a and night, and perform such other duties as the chief
engineer, or the assistant eagineers w:,. en acting for the chief engineer, may
Frescribe. Under the provisions of this ordinance, the chief engineer shall

have power and aut : orlty to appoint firemen, subject' to the approval of the
council. The chief engineer may ap-.: oint as many volunteer firemen as the council
may from titre to time authorize. The chief engineer shall have cower and author- 

ity to dischur , e any men of the department ap . ointed by hits, or by any predecessor
in office, and, in case of such discharge, shall report the same to the council

at its next re:•,uiar creating thereafter, ivin- his reason for such discharge and
the name of the man or men so discharged, together with the names of the man or

ran ap? ointed by him 1- o fill the vacancy created thereby, whereupon the council
shall take action upon the approval or disapproval of such ap-, ointments. 

Section 9. At the first regular meeting after any fire, the chief engineer shall

cake re, crt in writing to the council, stating the cause of the fire ,if known, 
a descri^-. ion of the property destroyed or inured, the name of the owner thereof, 

d the estimated dar: age. He shall also report to the council in writing at its
last tweeting in December each year, and oftener if required, the number, location, 

and condition of the department headquarters, and all property of the city in the
custody and keeping of the deport: nent, and with such recornendations as tie may deem

roper. He shall inquire Into the cause of fires and cause complaints to be filed

against all persons criminally connected there,. rith and shall diligently prosecute
such , rersons. 
Saction 8. If any person elected to the o:'; ice of chef engineer or assistant

er3lneer of the fire departz.vnt shall fail or refuse to qualify, as required by
t is ordinance, within ten days from the date of his confirmation or appdintment, 
the office shall be deemed vacant.
