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ORDINANCE NO. 1502

AN ORDINANCE regulating and licensing the business of canvas=sing or peddling of
goods, wares, and merchandise by transient or itinerant peddlers; defininz what
shall ccnstitute a transient or itinerant pdddler; and providing a penalty for
the viclation theresof.

THE FEOPLE CF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The térm "transient or itinerant" shall be deemed to re n and include
all porsons, both principals and agents, who conduct, either in ome locality or
travelling from house to nouse or pluce to nplace, a transient or temporary
business with the intention of ccntinuing in such businss in any one slace
within the city of Alvany for a period of not more than 130 days.

Section 2. No person being a transient or itinerant pedcler within the meaning
of this ardinance shall ensage in the business of canvassing or neddling gocds,
wares, and merchandise or engase in the selling of the same by samnrle within
trhe city of .ilbany without first having paid the tax and secured a license
therefor as lierein provided.

Section 3, Aany transient or itirerant ped ler, who, for himself or as ajent of
another goes from rno se to ho se ar fram place to place in the city of Albany
selling or taking orders for or of:ering to sell or take orders for any goods,
wares, or mertnandise for future delivery shall be decmed to eng.ze in canvass-
ing within the meaning of this ordinaice.

Any transient or itinerant peddler who, for hirslef or as agent of ancti:er,
goes from house to house or from place to place earrying, offering, or expos-
ing for sale either by outcry or otherwise, goods, wares, or merchandise shall
be decmed to be engaged in peddling.

Any transient or itinerant peddle#® who, for himslef or as agent for another,
goes from house to house or from rplace to place selli:g or offering to sell
any goods, wares, or merchandise for future delivery larple or catalogue
at retail to individuszl purchasers who are not deali n the articles scld
or offered for sale shall be déemed to be selling by samnle.

Section 4. Any transient or itinerant peddler, ei f or as agent
for ancther, wishing to engare in the bueiness of ned¢ling, or
selling by sample any goods, wares, or rerchandise y of Albany snall
make and file a written or printed applicetion for a license in the office of

the city recorder and therein state nis name, residence or place of abode, his
business address, general nature of the goods sold or oftered fo be sold,
whether he travels on fcot or otherwise in carrying on the business, the term
for which the license is wanted, and the names of two or more munlcipalities
where sajd applicant recently cperated. Upon the filing of such apnlication and
the payment to the recorder of the license fee prescribed in this ordinance,
the recorder shall refer such application to the council's cormittee on lic-
enses, wiich said committee shall have fourteen days w'thin which to act upon
said aprlicetion and to allow or disallow the same, Upon the aporoval of said
application by said com:ittee, the recorder shall execute and deliver to the
applicant a written or printed license setting forth the facts reauired to be
stated in the applic:.tion therefor and any other fact necessary as identification
of the rerson or business of the lecensee and any such other rejuirements as may
be required by the comuittee on licenses.

In the event the applicant should intend to estublish a permanent business in
the city of Albany for the purpose of carrying on the bnusiness renticned in
said application for a period of more than 180 dsys, he may file with the
recorder a cash bond in a sum of not less than the amount of ths license fee
required under said applicatiocn, w.ich s:zid bond shall be conditioned that in
the evant the apnlicant should continue in business for a period of more than
150 days, said bond shall become null and void, otiherwise the same shall be
in full force and effect, the penalty thereof to be co.lected and retained by
the city of albany in lieu of said license fee.

Section 5. o license granted pursuant to this ordimance shall be assignable,
and no license shall be granted to any corporation, stock company, partnership,
or association. Under any license so granted only the person to wihom it is
granted shall engage in pediling or selling by sample as herein provided.

Section 6. The tax and license fee to be paid for the licenses herein provided
shall be as fol.lows: :
(a) Class A. For preddlers on foot, for canvassing, peddling or offering to
sell by sample:
(1)Where any article or product is sold or offered for sale at a
price of $1 or less: Yer day $2; Por week, ¢6; Per month §18;
Per quartep, $50; Per year, 5100,
(2) Where any article or product is scld or offered for sale for
more than ¢l and less than $25, double the amount set forth
in subdivision 1.
(3) Where any article or ;roduct is dold or offered for sale for
mord tham §25, four times the amwunt set forth in subdivision
1.
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(b) Class For peddlers with horse-drawm or power-propelled vehicles, or
other vehicles, canvassing, veddling, or offering to ssll by sample any
article or product, double the fees set forth in subdivisions 1,2, and
3 of class A hereof.

Sscticn 7. Thls ordinance shall not ap-ly to any parson selling or offering
for sale or wanvassing for newspapers and religious tracts, or ais own
agricultural or farm products, but dces aprly to canvassing for magazines,
photographs, pictures, and picture f'rames.

Section 8. This ordinance szall not apply to persons, firms, corpor:tions,
or associations wiio deal exclusively in merchandise wiich falls under the
rules and reguiations governing interstate camerce.

Section 9., any perscn violating any of the provisions of this ordinance,
upon coenviction therevof, snall be punished by a fine of not to exceed 3100,
or by imprisonment in the city jail for a period not to exceed 50 days, or
by both such f ine and icprisonment .
