THE PECFLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO CRDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Secticn 1. The businesses, trades, and occupations hereindfter enumerated shall
pey the license fee specified in the following schedule:

Auctioneer., within the meening of this ordinance, an aucticneer shall be
any person who otfers property for s.le by public outery; provided, that this
service shall not apply to perscns selling property by virtue of any order of
the court.

Bowling Alleys, Billiard R oms, and onlrooms, BEvary place or building
where bovls or balls are thrown or ‘.,1’:1. d, zoel, or pireon~hole or other
games played, or where ball and cues are sued .:’.‘"'ll be rezarded as a btowling
alley or biliiard room or pecolroom, respectively, under this ord:nance, whén
used for profét or gain.

Circuses and/or menageries. 4 "cirous" is hereby defined to be any
exhibIition of Teats of horse ..,mp, acro! cr sports, and a "menagerie"
is hereby defined to be any exhibiticn of wild animals., Any ner, rroprietor,
keeper, cr otner person in charge of any circus and/or menagerie shall pay the
hereinbefore provided license fee for such circus and :enaserie; provided,
however, that only one fee shall be paid for both circus and menagerie if they
are in the same building, tent, space, or area.

Exhibiti ons, Shows, and ts. -Any exhibition, show, or entertain-
ment not otherwise eovered in 3 nce shall pay the license fee provided
in the schedule of fecs under exhibitions, shows, and er *“r* i nts.

Juzgler. Zvery person who performs by sleight-of-hand chall be deemed a
jugsler under this urdinance.

Posting Theatrical or Other Snow Pills. any perscn who is engased in the
calling, trade, or employment of posting thea erCdl or othi:r show.hills snall
fall within the above license schedule.

Pawnbroker. any person wrose business or occupation is tc take or receive,
by pledge or exchange, any gocds, wares, or merchandise or any kind of personal
property whatsoever, except notes, bonds, bills or exc‘:zunf:e shares of stock,
warehouse receivts, and other written evidence of indebtedness tor the repay-
ment of money lent therson, shall be termed a pawnbroker u .(ier this ordinance,

Shootinz Gal'eries. Shooting salleries shall be any places, or bullding
where guns are kept, wiether for hire of not, for shocting at targets, and shall
fall within the purview of this ordimance.

Skatinz Rinks. All owners or managers of skating rinks shall be subjsct to
the liceise fee provided in the abtove schedule.

Steamboit, Car, age, and Hotel Run ers. All pn"rons in charge, of
atenmSoat.s, cirs, szages or Working as hotel run:ers, shall be suoject, to the
license provided in the avove schedule,

Theater. Every building used wholly or in part for the purpose of dramatie,
operatic, or motion picture presentations therein and operated for commercial
gain shall be deemed a theater,

Wharf, Warehouse, or Depéot. <very pe-:son who shall keep within the city
limits any warehcuse, depot, cr cther place or building for the uurpose of
shipping on voard or receivirg from on board steamboats, or other watercraft
on the river, or railrocad c.rs on the railrocad, or mctor carriers any article
of merchandise or freight of any kind and shall charge storage for wharfage
thereon shall be considered to maintain a wharf, warehouse, or depot within
the meaning of this crdinance. This license fee shall hot be construed to
include grist mills and grain warehocuses for milling and grain storage.

Section 3. No peeson, fim, corporation, or association snall, within the
limits of the clty of Albany, engage in or carry on any trade, business,
occupation, or profedsion for which a licemse is required by this ordinance,
until he or they shall have obtained such licerse,

Section 4. Every person, firm, corroration, or association required by this
ordinancie to cbtain a license to engage in any trade, business, occupation,
or profession for which a licerse is required shall pay to the city treasurer
the sum of mcney required by crd’ nance in rayment ther.of; thereupon, with
the receipt of the city treasurer settinz forth e kind of business, trade,
occupation, or proression for which said license is desired, they shall apply
to the city recorder who gshall issue such license in accordsnce with the
receipt from the city treasurer upon the compliance of the applicant with the
rrovisions of all ordinances relating to obtaining liceuses for the businezs,
trade, occupation, or profession for which said license is desired.

Section 5. Ey, license iscued by virtue of tiis ordinance shall contain

and sat forth the purvose, trade, business, occupation, or nrofession for
wiich such license is granted and the naze and place of abode of the perso:n
or perscns taking such license, 5aid licexnse shall authorize the continuance
of the business named therein at the nlace named therein for the term of such
lice:se but shall not authorize the carrying on cf said business in any other
place unless the place licensed by closed, in wnich case or cases the recor-
der shall ve notified of the chan¢e and ne shall note the same cn the record
of licenses.,

Section 6. In every case where more than cne of the trades, occupations,
businesses, or professicns for which a license is required shall be conducted
or carried on in the same place by the same person at the same tire, license
must be taken cut for each of said pursuits according to the rates severally
prescribed herein.

Section 7. All licenses issued quarterly shall expire con the last day of

each quarter as follows: 31st day of M.rch ; 30th day of June; 30th day of
September; and 3lst day cf December. all quarterly licenses shall be dated

on the first day of the menth in which the liability thercof acorues and
shall be issued upcn the pyament ¢f a suitable porticn of the amount required
for such license.

Section 8. sny person, firm, corporation, or association who shall pursue
any occupation herein enurerated without first taking ocut a license as
herein provided or violate any of the provisicns of this ordimance shall,
upcn conviction thereof, be firned not less than $5.,00 nor more than $100,00,
or be imprisoned for not less than 2 days nor more than 50 days, or be pun-
ished by both such fine and imprisonment, in the discretion c¢f the court.
