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ORDINANCE NO. 1555

A Bill for:

AN ORDINANCE prohibiting persons under the age of eighteen (18)
from being upon the streets, alleys, parks or other rublic places after the
hour of 10:30 P.N.; providing a penalty on their parents, legal guardian, etc.
for violation thereof and declaring an ecergency.

TEE PEOPLE CF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO CRDAIN AS FCLLUWS:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any perscn under the age of
eighteen (18) years to be upon, loiter, wander or stroll upon the streets,
alleys, avenues, parks, or any other public place after the hour of 10:30 P.M.,
unless such person shell be accompanied by a parent, logal guardian, or any
other adult perscn lewfully and properly accompanying such minor person.

Section 2. It shall be unlawful f or any parent, lszal guardian, or
any other adult e rson having the legal cara and custody of any minor person un-
der the age of eighteen (18) years, to sllow or permit any such person to go upon
or be upon any street, alley, rark or any cther public place after the hour of
10:30 P.l., unless accompanied by a parent or legal guardian or any other person
lawfully and properly accompanying such minor person..

Section 3., Any police fficer or any other law-enforce-ment officer
is hareby authorized and exmpowered by virtu= of his orfice to take charge of any
person under the age of eighteen years violeting the rrovisions of this ordinance,
and it shall be the duty of any such officer taking charege of any such person to
take such person to the police station and to tiereafter nctify the parent or
guardian of such person irmediztely of the violation of tie terms of this ordinance,
and to theresfter notify such parent or le gal suzrdian that said person will be

held in custody of the pclice station until said perscn can come to the police
station to get suid minor person, and said person shill bte held at the police
station pending the arrivel of suid parent or guardian.

Section 4. It shall be unlawful and shall be considered a separate
offense under this ordinance for any person, gucrdian or any other adult person
having the legul care and custody of uny person under the zgze of cighteen (18)
years to reruse to come to the police station and teke s.id minor person, under
their custody, irmediately to their home upon beiug so notified by the police de-
partment .

Section 5. 4Any parent, guardian or other adult parson viclating
the provisions of this ordinance shall, upon convicticn thereof in the Recorder's
Court be punished by a fine of not to exceed Cne Hundred (2100.00) Dollars, or
by icmprisonment in the City jail for not more than thirty (30) days, or by both
such fine and imrrisonment.

Section 6. TInasmuch as the provisions of this crdinance are neces=-
sary for the inmediate preservation of the peace, health and safety of the citi-
zens of the City c¢f Albany, Cregon, an rgency i3 hereby declaered to exist and
this ordinance shzll be in full Torce ani effect immediately upon its passage by
the Council and its approval by the Maycr cf the City of Albany.
