ORDINANCE NO. 158

A Bill for an Ordinance providing for the time and manner of improving the
the following streets, to-wit:

(a) Tenth Street from the West line of Washington Street to the East
line of Zlm Street.

(b) Eleventh Strzet from the Fast line of Walnut Street to the East
line of Elm Street.

{(c) Walnut Street from the South line of Tenth Street to the North
line of Zleventh Street.

ail in the City of Albany, Oregon, providing how the cost of such improverent
shall be paid; the penalty and damage to ths City of Albany by the perscn or
persons making such Improvement if the same shall not be completed within the
time agreed upon; and the giving of a good and sufficient bond for the faithful

performance of the work of such improvement of said prortion of saild streets
and providing for the giving of notice by the Recorder of the City of Altany
for bids for the completicn of such improvement and declaring an emergency.

THE PEOFLE CF THE CITY OF ALBANY DC ORPCAIN AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1. Thet the following streets in the City of Albany, to-wit:

(a) Tenth Street from the West line of Washington Street to the East
line of Elm Street.

(b) Eleventh Street from the Zast line of Walnut Street to the Zast
line of EZlm Street.

(¢) Walnut Street from the South line of Tenth Street to the North
line of Eleventh Street.

Shall be improved in the fcllowing manner, to-wit:
l. By grading said streets to the proper subgrade;

2. By surfacing the roadway of sald streets full width with full
intersections with a six inch gravel base and a one inch oil mat
surface to be approved by the “Youncil, or as an alternate, by
surfacing the roadway of sald streets full width with full inter-
sections with a six inch gravel base and a one inch cil mat surface
and by providing for an 18 inch concrete gutter seven inches thick
on each side thereof.

3. By layirg and constructing concrete gutters.
4. By constructing concrete curbs and sidewalks wherever necessary.
5. By instelling a proper drainage system on said stresets.

That said improvements shall be made in accordance with the Charter and Ordinances
of the City of Albany, Creron, and the plans, specifications and estimates of
Walter W, Larsen, engineer of said City for the making of such improvements,
whichsaid plans, specifications 2nd estimates were filed in the office of the
Recorder of the City of Albany on the 26th day of July, 1944,

The cost of the making of zaid improvemants of said portions of gsaid streets
shall be paid out of the funds coll:cted and arising upon and out of the assess-
ments hereinafter to be made, ascertained and declared by the Council of the
City of Albany, (regon, on the lots or parts of lots adjacent to the portions

of streets hereinabove described and espscially and particularly benefited
thereby as provided ty the Charter of said vity.

Said improvement of said portions of the streets hereinabove described shall
be completed on or before the lst day of November, 1944,

All bids for the making of caild improvem:nts of said portions of said streets
deemed unreasonable by the Council of the City of Albany may be rejected.

Any firm, person or corporation with whom any contract may be enterad into by
the City of Albany for the making of said improvements shall at the time of
slgning such contract make,execute and deliver to said City of Albany a good
and sufficlent bond with good and sufficient surety thereon in the sum of
$10,234,50 ror the faithful performance ot such contract or contracts.

Section 2. If the perszon, firm or corporation entering into any
contract with the City of Albany to make such improvements on the streets
hereinabove described shell not complete the same at the time mentioned
and specified in such contract, said City shall be deemed to suffer damages
on account therdof in the amount of §$25.00 per day for =zach and every day
the completion of said work is delayed beyond the time stated in said
contract, which amount shall be paid by such contractor doing the work
at the completion thereof unless the time of the completion of said
contract ba extended by the Council.

Section 3. The PRecorder of the City of Albany, Oregon is hereby
ordered and directed to imm:diately give proper notice for bids for the
paving of said portions of streets as hereinabove described by publica-
tion of such notice ten days in the Albany Democrat Herald, a daily news-
papsr of general circulation published in the City of Albany, Cregon,
fully describing in such ncotice the time and manner of making such im-
provemen ts of said portions of said streets.

Sections 4, Whereas, the pzace, health and safetvy of the people of
the City of Albany requires that this ordinance become immadiately effect-
ive, therefore an emerzencyis hereby declared to exist and this ordinance
shall become immediately effective upon its final passage by the Council and
approval by the Mayor.
