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l CRDINANCE NO. 1589

A bill for An Ordinance eauthorizing the Mayor and Recorder of the

City of Albany, Oregon, to enter into a contract with lsesonard & Slate
for the improvercnt of Sixth Street from the West line of Jeffarson
Street to the West line of Madison Street in the City of Albany, Oregon.

Whereas, by Ordinance No. ;19] of the City of Albany, it was
order:d that Sixth Strset from th: %est line of Jefferson Street to
the West line of Madiscn Street in said City be improved in the follow-
ing manner, to-wit:

1.By grading said street tc tne propzr subgrade.

2.By surfacing the roadway of said street full width with full
intersections with 2 six inch gravel base and a one inch oil
mat surface to be approved by the Council or as an alternate,
by surfacing the roadway of said street full width with full
intersections with a six inch gravel base and a one inch oil
mat surface and by providing for an 18 inch concrete guttaer
seven inches thick on :ach side therecf.

3.By laying and constructinz concrete gutters.
4 .By constructing concreta curbs and sidewalks wh:rever necessary.
5.By installing a proper drainage system on said streets.

Said improvament to te made in accordance with the Charter
and Ordinances of the Uity of albany and the plans, specifications
and estircates of W.N4. Larsepn, City sngineer, then on file with the
Recorder of said “ity; and

Whereas, it was provided in said Crdinence that the Recorder
give notice for bids for the making of said improvament in the
manner provided by law and by said Crdinance.

Whereas, after due notice and advartisement for bids made and
given by tha kecorder of said City eccording to law and the ordinance
aforesaid, on the 7th day of September, 1944, at e meeting of the
Council held on said date ILsonard & Elate presented to the Council
his bid for msking said improvecient, which said bid was and is in due
form end in conformity with all the conditicns imposed by law and tha
Council, by which bid the said Laonard & Slate proposed to furnish all
material and emplszmants and to parformm th2 labor n2cessary to make the
above describ:d improvenent for the following nam=d prices, to-wit:

Whereas, it has been determin:d by the Youncil that said im-
provement of said portion of said street be made by providing for an
18 inch concrete gutter 7 inches thick on each side of saidstreets as
provided in Faragraph 2 in the mann:r of improving as herelnabove set
forth.

Whereas, said Leonard & Slate was the lowest and bast
bidder for said work and said bid was the lcwz2st and best bid therefo.

THEREFOR:, THE PEOPLE OF THZ CITY OF ALBANY [O OFDAIN AS FOLLOYS:

Section 1, That the bid of Leonard & Salte for said im-
provement of said porticn of Sixth Street be and the same 1s hereby
accepted and the Mayor and Recorder of said City are hereby authorized
and directed to enter into a contract in writing with the said Leonard &
Slate  for the making of said improvement on bzhalf of the City of
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ORDINANCE NO.1589 cont'a.

Albany, Oregon, and upon the terms mentioned in said bid hereinabove
manticnzd.

Said contrect shall provide that the work of said improvement
shall comm:nce as scon as wzather canditions permit after the signing
of said contract and shall be prosccut:d with such vigor that all thsa
work erbodi:d in said contract shall be entirely completed on or before
the 3lst day of Cctober, 1944, and the City of Albany, Oregon, shall
be deemed to suffer damages to the extent of 325.00 per day for each and
every day the completion of said work is delayed after the time sitated
in said contract unless such tim: be extended by the Council, and that
the said_ Lsonard & Slate shall furnish a bond in the sum of
$7794.107t0 be aoproved by the Mayor of said Yity and conditiocned for
the faithful perforsance of sald contract cn the part of the said
lecpnard & Slate and further indemnifying the City of Albany against
any claim or li:n tor labor, work or material on the part of any person,
firm or corporation arising out of such contract.
