
ORDINANCE IVO._ 1596 10 
A bill for an ordinance providing for the appointment of a larks & Recreation

Commission for the ; ity of ^ lbany, Oregon, providing the terms of office of the
members thereof and defining the powers and duties of said Commission. 

THE PEOPLI• CF THE CI7e OF 4LDANY DO GRDAIN AS FOLL0713: 

Section 1. The Council of the City of Albany, Oregon, shall appoint a Commission

to be known as tte larks & Recreation commission consisting, of five members, eaeh of
whom shall " gold office Burin, the i• le3sure of tie I- ouncil. The Vhairman of the Streets

and Fublie iroperty of the Council shall be a member of the Cocrrission
and the other four member3 shall each be legal voters of and taxpayers holding real

property within th., Citycf n'. bany. Each Commissioner shall % 31ify by subscribing

to a filing nis written oath of office in the office of the City Recorder and in
case he shall fail to so ^ ualif :• tvithin three days after his ar, Ccintr:ent, then he

shall be deemed to have refused to accept the appointment and thereupon such office
shall be considered vacant. 

Section 2. The members of th:: larks & Recreation Com..mission shall serve with- 

out pay. Said Commission, shall selec t one of its members as Chairman and another
of its members as- ecretary, who stall keep a permanent record of the proceedings of
the Com.. iss`.on, hich records shall remain in the office of the City Recorder as one
of the public records of that office. 

Section 3. Said Cor= isslon shall hold regular neetina s at least once a month
in the city Council Chambers, anich said meetings shall be open to the public. 

Section 4. The Farks & Recreation Commission shall have control of the manage- 

ment and ad"a nistratio., of the public parks, play grounds swinxii:_ n pools and public
recraetiorul activities and facilities within the City of ^ Iba,,•y a:: d shall have auth- 

ority to make such rules and regulations to control t`e mana;; e:. ent and administration
of all of the said activities ccning within its jurisdiction. • 11 funds budgeted for

the purpose of carrying on the work assigned to the larks & Recreation Commission

shall be expended only by the Council in like manner as all other general expenses
of the City are allowed and paid and none of such funds shall be handled by the Commission. 
That said Commission shall have no rower to create any indebtedness or to bind
the City of ^ lbany to the payment of any oblit?.stion or claim unless there shall have
been funds theretofore budgeted according to law by the amity of Mlbany for such pur- 
pose. that all expenditures required by the Cor_..iscion shall b> done through 3
voucher system and tt:e Council shall not authorize the payment of any claim for
labor, materials or equipment furnished the Commission unless the same shell be
accompanied by a voucher duly issued for the same and that such claim be allowed
and payment thereof recommended by the commission in a manner satisfactory to
the Council. 

Section 5. The Farks & Recreation Commission shall have no power or author- 

ity to acquire or hold property, either real or rers- nal, in its own name, and

the facilities, property an.', equipment entrusted to said Commission shall be and

remain the property of the City of Albany and the Commission stall keen a full and
complete record and inventory of the came on file and shall account for the same
to the Council as and when the Council may require. 

Section 6. The i' om. ission shall employ and terminate the employment of n,; ch
persons from., ti::e to time as ma', be necessary to carry on the activities and busi- 
ness contemplated by this Grdinance and to establish the salaries and wages of
such employees. : ho Ccn: sslci shall purchase, an behalf of the city of . ilbany, 

such mat,- rials and supplies as may ba necessary to carry on its work and activities
within the limitations of the funds budgeted therefor. 

Section 7. l'he Comd: issicn st.al'- also have authority to ; rovide for and curry

on such indoor recrsatic:. al activities ag may be aL.nroved by the council within
the budget allowance therefor, provi= `-". at all contracts of rental of private

property for any activities t. ay be , led by the council wt: ene„ er it is deemed
to be for th3 best interests of the
