ORDINANCE NO. 1601

A Bi1ll for an ordinance providing for the time and manner of improving Walaut
Street from th2 north line of Firth JStreet to the south line of Fourth Street
in the City of albany, Uregon, providing how the cost of such imrrovement shall
be pald, the venalty or damace to tha city of Albany by the rerson or persons
making such improvement if the same shall not be completed on the time agreed
upon, and the ziving of a good and sufficisnt bond for the faithful performance
of the work of such improvement, and rroviding for the giving by the Recorder
of sald city of notice for bids for the completion of said improvement.

THE FEOFLE OF TEZ CITY OF ALBANY DO CRDAIN AS FOLLOYS:

Section 1. That Walnut Ltreet from the north line of Fifth Street to the
south line of rourth Street shall be improvad in the following manner, to-wit:

1. By gradinz szid street to the pronar sub-grade.

2. By surfacing the roadway of said street full
width witih full intersscticns with crushed rock
and crushed gravel bass and oil mat surface.

3. By laying and constructing concrete gutters.

4. Dby constructinz concrets curbs and sidewalks
wherever necessary.

$5. By installing a ~rorer drainace system.

Said improvem:nt shall be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances
of tha city of Albany, Lregon, and the plans, sp2cifications and estimatas of
Walter Y. +arsen, Zngineer, for the imrrovemsnt of said street filed in the office
of the KRecorder of said City of albany on the 23rd day of June, 1945,

The cost cf the making of said imrcrovement shall be paid out of the funds
to be collected and arising upon and cut of the ascessments hereafter to be made,
ascertained and declared by tkhe Council of the City of albany on the lots and rarts
of lots adjacent to said vortion of sald street so to bs improved as hereinabove
described and especially and particularly benefited thereby, as provided by the
charter of said City of albany.

Sajid improvement shall bz complet2d by the 1lst day of September, 1945.

All bids for th2 making of said improvement deemed unreasonable by the Coun-
cil may be rejected.

Any person, firm or corporation with whom any contract may be entered into
by the City of Albany for ths making of said improvement shall, before cormencing
said improvemunt and at the time of signing such contract, make, execute and deli-
ver to said City a gocd and sufficient bond with suffici:nt surety thereon to bte
approved by the kayor of the Uity of albany in a sum equal to fifty per centof
the amount to be paid under such contract for ths faithful performance thereof.

Section 2. Lf the person, firm cr corpcoration entering into any contract
with the City of Albany to make said improvement shall not completz the same with-
in the time mentioned and specified in such contract, the City of Albany shall be
deemed to suffer damages on account thereof in ths amount of 325,00 per day for
each and every day tne completion of said work 1s delayed beyond the time statad
in such contract, which amcunt shall be paid by such contractor doing the work
at the completion thereof unless the time of the completion of said imrrovement be
extended by tha Counecil.

Section 3. The Recorder of the City of albany is hereby ordered and directed
to immediately give proper notice for bids fcr makings of said improvement by pub-
lishing such notice ten days in ths albany Democrat-lerald, a nowspanper of general
ecirculation published in ths City of Albany, fully describing in said notice the
time and manner of doing said work cf improving said vortion of said street.
