ORDRINANCE NO. 1603

A Bill for an ordinance providing for the time and mannsr of improving Vak Strest

from the soutn line cf jater Jtroet to tha pavement on Salem Road, in the City of
Albany, Oregon, providing how the cost of such improvement shall be paid, the pen-
alty or damace to the City of albany by the perscn or psrsons making such improve-
ment 1f the same shall not be corplated on the time agresed upon, and the givinz of

a good and sufficiant bond for the faithful performance of the work of such improve-
ment and providing for the giving by the Reccrder of said city of lotice for bids
for the completion of said improvemsnt.

THa PEOPLE (F TEE CITY CF ALBANY DO CRDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. That Uak Ctreet from the soutn line of Water Gtreet to the pave-
ment on 3alem Road shall be improved in the following manner, to-wit:

1. By grading said street to tha prcper sub-grade.

2. By surfacing th2 rcadway of suld street full
width with full intersections with c¢rushed rock
and crushed gravel base and oil rat surface.

3. By laying and constructing ccncrete gutters.

4. By constructinz concrete curbs and sidewalks
wherever necessary.

5. By installing a prcoper drainage system.

Said improvement shall be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances
of the City of »lbtany, (regon, and the plans, specifications and estimates of Walter
¥, Larsen, Enzineer, for ths loprovemsnt of said street filed in the office of the
Recorder cf said City of albany on the 23rd day of June, 1945.

The cost of the making of said improvem=nt shall be paid out of the funds to
be collected and arising uvon and out of the azsessments heraafter to be made, ascer-
tained and declared by the Council of ths City of albany on the lots and narts of lots
adjacent to sald porticn of said strset so to be improved as hereinabove described 2nd
especially and particularly benefited thereby, as provided by the charter of said City
of slbany.

Said improvement shall be ccmoleted by the lst day of S:aptember, 1945.

All bids for the making ¢f said improvement deemed unrcascnable by the Council
may be rejected.
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Section 3. The hecorder cf the City of albany is hereby cordered and directed
to immediataly give proper notice for bids for making of said improvement by publishing
such notice ten days in the slbany Jemocrat-iierald, a newspaper of general circulaticn
published in the City of albany, fully deseribinz in s33id notice the time and manner of
doing said work of improving said portion of said street.
