THE PZOPLE CF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLCVYS:

Section 1. That ladison Strset fron the scuth line of First Straet to the nortn
line of winth Street shall be improved in th2 following manner, to-wit:

l. By grsding said street to th» prorper sub-gzrade.

2. By surfacing the roadway of said streat full
width with full intersectic-s with crushed rock
and crushed gravel base and oil mat surface,

3. By layins and ccnstructing ccnerate zuttars,

4, DBy constructing ccuerets curbs and sidewalks
wherever neceasary.

5. DBy installing a nroper drainage systum.

Said improvsment shall be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances of
the City of Albany, tregon, ani the plans, specificatiorns and estimates of falter W,

Larsen, cngineer, for the imcrovement of said street f£iled in the office of the Re-
corder of said City cf altany on the 23rd day of June, 1945,

The cost of the making of said improvemant shall be paid out of the funds to be
collected and arising upon and out of th: assessments hereaftsr to be made, ascertaire d
and declared by the Council of the Vity of Albany on tue lots and parts of lots adjucent
to said portion of said street so to be {rrrcved as ~er:inabove described and especially
and particularly benefited tnereby, as provided by the charter of said City of Albany.

All bids for the meking of said imrrovenment deemed unr2asonable by the Council may
be re jected.
