Sect ion 1. Trat Elaventh Street from the east line of Valnut Street to the weust
line of m~aple Street, and Waple Street from the south line of ~leventh Street extend-
ing northerly a :ist‘nce of 110 feset, be improved in the following manner, to-wit:

l. By grading said streets to the prorer subegrade,

2. By surfucing the roadway of suid streets full
width with full intersections with crushad rock
and crushed gravel buse and oll mat surface,

3. By laying and constructins concrete gutters.

4, By constructing concrete curbs and sidewalks
wherever necassary.

5. By installing s propper drainass systaem.

Sald improvemarnt shall be made in accorduance with the charter and ordinances of the
City cof albany, Oregon, and the plans, specifications and estimates of Walter v, Larsen,
snzineer, for the improvemant of said streets filed in the office of the Kecorder cf
said City of Albany cn the 23rd day of June, 1945,

The cost of the making of said improvement shall be palid out of the funds to be
collscted and arising upon and out of the assessments hersafter to bs made, ascertainad
and declar=sd by the Council of the City of slbany on the lots and parts of lots adjac-
ent to sald porticn of said street so to be improved as hareinabove described und es-
pecially and purticularly benefited thereby, as prcvidea by the charter of said City
of “lbany.

Said improvement shall be completed by the 1st day of September, 1945,

All bids for the making of said improvement deemed unreascnable by the Council
may be rejected.

If the person, firm or corporaticn entering into any contract with
the City of ~lbany to me said improvement shall nct comnlete the same within the time
mentioned and specified in such ccntract, the City of Albany | be deemed to suff-r
damages on account thereof in the amount of $25.00 per day for each and every day the
completion of said work ts jelayed beyond t’a time steted in such contract, which
amount shall be paid by such contractor doing the work at the ccmpletion thereof unless
the tirme of the completicn of said improvement be extended by the Council.
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Section 3. The itecorder of the City of Albany is heraeby ordered and directed
to immediatelv give nroper notice for bids for raing of said improvement by publishing
such notice ten days in the salbany Democrat-*erald, a newspaper of general circulation
published in tha City of Albany, fully describine in said notice the time and manner
of doing said work of improving saild portion of said strset.
