ORDINANCE NO. 1629

A BILL F(R: An Ordinance providing for the time and manner of improving
Oak Street from the North line of Water Street to the South line of 'Jillamette Street
in the City of slbany, Oregon, providing how the cost of much improvement shall be
paid, the penalty or damage to the City of Albany by the person or persons making
such improvement if the sam: shall not be completed on the time agreed upon, and
the giving of a good and sufficient bond for the faithful performance of the work
of such improvement, und providing for the giving by ths Recorder of said City of
notice for bids for ths complation of said improvement;

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLCHS:

Section 1. That Oak Street from the North Line of Water Street to the
South linz. of Willamette Street shall be improved in the following manner, to-wit:

l. By grading said street to the proper sub-grade;

2. By surfacing the roadway of szid str22t full width with
full intersections with crushed rock and crushed gravel
base and oil mat surface;

3. By la.ing and constructing concrete gutters;

4, By constructing concrete curbs and sidewalks wherever

necessary;

By installing a proper drainage system;

Said improvement shall be made in accordance with the charter and ordin-
ances of the City of Albany, Oregon, and th2 plans, specifications and estimates
of Walter W. lLarsen, Engineer for the improvement of said street filed in the office
of the Recorder of said City of Albany on the loth day of July, 1945,

The cost of the making of said improvement shall be paid out of the funds
to be collected and arising upon and out of the assessments hereafter to be made,
ascertained and declared by the Ccuncil cf the City of Albany on the lots and parts
of lots adjacent to said portion of said street so to be improved as hereinabove
described and especially and particularly benefited thereby, as provided by the
Charter of said City of xlbany.

Said improvement shall be completed by the 1lst day of November, 1945.

All bids for the making of said improvement deemed unreasonable by the
Council may be rejected.

Any person, firm or corporation wi th whom any contract may be entered into
by the City of Albany for the making of said improvsment shall, before commencing
said improvement and at thz time of signing such contract, make, execute and deliver
to said City a gwod and sufficient bond with suffici-nt surety therson to be approvzd
by the Mayor of the City of Albany in a smom equal to fifty per cent of the amount
to be paid under such contract for the faithful perfomance t'ereof.

Section 2. If the person, firm or corporation entering into any con-
tract with the City of Albany to maks said improvement shall not complete the sama
within the time m2ntion=2d and specified in such contract, the City of Albany thall
be deemed to suffer damages on account thereof in the amount of 325,00 per day for
each and every day the compietion of saild work is dlayed beyond the time stated
in such contract, which amount shall be paid by such contractor doing the work at
the completion thereof unless the tims of the completion of said improvement be
extended by the Council.

Section 3. The Recorder of the City of Albany is hereby ordered and dir-
ected to immediately give proper notice for bids for makinz of said improvement

by publishing such notice ten days in the Albany- Democrat-lierald, a newspaper of
general circulation published in the City of Altany, fully describing in said not-
ice the time and nanner of doing suaid work cof improvin.: said portion of said street.
