A BILL FOR: An Ordinance providing for the time and manner of improving Calapoole Street
from the North line of Thirteenth Street to the navement on the ' Pacific highway in the
City of Albany, Oregon, providing how the cost of such Improvement shall be paid, the

penalty or dama> e to the City of Albany by the person or persons makinn, such improve- 
ment if the same shall not be completed on the time agreed upon, and the giving of
a good and sufficient bond for the faithful cerformar. ce of the work of such im- 
prover:.ent, and providing for the giving by the Recorder of said City of notivefor
bids for t ne completion of naid improvement. 

THE PLOPLS OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO CRDAIN AS FOL' C". S: 

Section 1. That Calapoois Street from the North line of Thirteenth Street

to the: pav" mtint on the Pacific Highway shall be improved in tts folloxing mann,. r, 
to -wit: 

1. By grading said stre-3t to the proper sub - grade; 
2. By surfa-, ing the roadway of said street full width with

full intersections with crushed rocK and crushed

gravel base and oil mat surface; 
3. By laying and oonstruetinr concrete gutters; 
4. By constructing concrete curbs aid sidewalks; wherever necessary; 
5. By installing a proper drainage system. 

Said improvement shall be made in accordance with the charter and ordinan- 

ces of the City of , lbuny, Oregon, and the plans, specifications and estimates of

Walter N. Larsen, Enginesr, for the improvement of said street filed in the office

o f the Recorder of said City of Albany on the lath day of July, 1945. 

The aost ofmaking of said improvement shall be paid out of the funds to
be collected and erising upon and out of the assessments hereater to to made, ascer- 

tained and declared by the Council of the City of Albany on the lots and parts of
lots adjacent to said portion of' said street so to be improved as hereinabove des- 
cribed and especially and particularly benefited thereby, as provided by the charter
of said City of Albany. 

Said improvement shall be completed by the 1st day of November, 1945. 

All bids for the making of said improvement deemed unreasonable by the
Council may be rejected. 

Any parson, firm or corporation xith vh om any contract may be entered into
by the City of Albany for the making of said improvsmer. t shall, before commencing
said improvemert and at the tins of si ning such contract, make, execute and deliver

to said city a wood and sufficiar,t bond witn sufficient - urety thereon to be approved
by the I..ayor of the City of Albany in a sum equal to fifty ::er cent of the amount to

be paid under such contract for tea faithful performance thereof. 

Section 2. If th-e person, firm or corporation entering into any contract
with the City of Albany to mak :o said improvement shall not complete the same wi thin
the time mentioned and specified in such contract, the C' ty of Albany shall , a deemed

to suffer damages cn account thereof in the amount of ; 25. 00 ner day for each and every
day the completion of said work isdalayed beyond the time stated in such contract, 
which amount shall to paid by such contractor doing tt.a work at the completion there- 
cT unless the time of the complation of said ia. prov.- Ment be extended cy the Council. 

3e ctior. 3. Thy Recorder of the Clty of Albany is hereby ordered and dir- 
ected to immediately give proper notice for bids for making of said improvement by
publishing such notice tun days is the Albany Damocrat-::: rald, a n•: wspsper of gener- 

al circulation published in the City of Albany, fully describing in said notice the
time and manner of doing said work of improving said portion of said street.
