1., By grading said street to the proper sub-grade.

2. By surfacine the roadway of said streat full width with full intersections
with crushed rock and crusned gravel basz2 .nd oil mat surface.

3. By laying and coastructing concrete gutters.

4, By constructing concrete curits and cidewalks whaerever necessary.

5. By installing a proper drainage system.

3aid contract shall provide further that the work of sald improverment shall
commence within ten days after the signing of said contract and shall be prosecuted
with sueh vigor that all the work embraced in sald contract shall be entirely ocompe
leted on or before the first day of September, 1545, unless further time bes extended
by the Council of said 2ity, and the City of .albany, VUregon, snall ve deemed to suffer
damag:2 in the amount of $25.00 per day for each and every day sald work ls delayed :
beyond said specified time, and that the said D. F. McKenzle shall furnish a bond in f
the sum of §$2169.43 to e apprcved by the Mayor of th: City of ilbany, Oregon, condi-
tioned for the faithful performance of 33id contract on the part of the said
D. F. McKenzie and further indemnifying the City of albany against any claeim or lien
for lacor, work or material on the part of any person, firm or corpor:tion, arising
out of said contract. |
