A BILL FOR

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the lMayor and Recorder of the City of Albany,
Oregzon, to enter into a contrsct with D. F. kcKenzie for the improvemsnt of
Calapooia Street from the lorth iine of First tStriuet to the North line of Third
Street in the City of Albany, Oregon.

THE PEOPLE OF Tz CITY OF ALBANY DO CRDAIN »«S FOLLOWS:

'YHEREAS by Ordinance !o. 1632 of the City of Albany, Oragon, it was
order=d that the following strs:etin said city be improved, to-wit: Calapooia
Street from the .orth line of First Str:et to the borth line of Third Street.

Said inprovement to be made in the following mannar:

1. By grading said street to the proper sub-grade.

2. By surfacing ths rouadwa;, of said streets, full width, witn full
intersections, and paving the same with 4 inch base material and 4 inch
asphaltic concrate surfuce,

3. By laying and coustructing concrate curbs and sidewalks wherever necessury.

4, by constructing and laying concrets gutters.

5. By installing a proper drainange system,

and in accordance with the plans, specifications and estimates of "alter 7. Larsen,
Engineer, then on file in the office of the Recorder of said City; and

' WHEEREAS, 1t was provided in said OUrdinance that the Recorder of said City of
Albany, give notice for bids for the making of said improvement in the manner
provided by law and said Ordinance, and

YHEREAS, after due noticz :und advertisement for tids mide and given b’ the
Recorder according to law and the Ordinance last aforesaid, to-wit: on the 22nd
day of August, 1945, D. F. LcKenzie presanted to the Council of the City of Albany ,
his bid for making said improv:oment in the manner aforesaid, which bid was made in
due form and in conformity with all the conditions imposed by law and the Council,
by which said bid D. F. kicKanzi: proposed to furnish all the material and inplements
and perform all the labor necessary to make the above dsscribed improvem:nt for the
followin: named prices, to-wit:

Aggregate bid bsised on Yngzineer's estimates $5569,13.

AND WHEREAS the said D. F. McKenzle was the lowest bidder for said proposed
work and said bid was the lowest and best bid made therefor:

Seotion 1., That the bid of D. F. iicXenzie for the imrrov:ment of Calapooia
Street from the North line of 2irst Street to the North line of Third Street in the
City of Albany, Oregon, in the manner as

the same is hereby accepted and the Nayor and kecorder of the Uity of Albany are

hereby authorizzd and directed to enter into a contract in writing with the said

D. F. McKenzie for the makingz of said improvement on behslf of the Yity of Albany
upon the terms mentioned in said bid hereinabove nentionz2d and in the gmanner and

form provided by law.

l Sald contra:t shall provide further that the work of seid improvement shall

commence within ten days after the signing of sai. contract and shall be prosecuted
with such vigor that sll the work embreced in said contract shall be entirely
completed oin or befors the first dav of November, 1945 unless further time be
extanded by the Council of said City, and the city of ilbany, Orecon, shall e
deered to suffer dumsces in the amount of $25.0C per day for each and every day sald
work is delaved beyond said srecified time, and thet the said D, F. lcKenzle shall
furnish a bond in the sum of $2784.57 tc ba approved by the layor of the City of
Albany, Creron, conditioned for the faithful performance of said contract on the
part of the said D. F. ¥cKenzie and further indemnifying the City of albany apainst
any clalm or lien for labor, work or material on the part of any person, firm or
corpcration, arising out of said contract.
