A BILL FOR:

AN ORDINANCE nroviding for the time and manner of improving Fine Street
from the 3South side of First Street to the pavement on the Salem Road in the City of
albany, Oregon, providing how the cost of such improvement shall be paid, the penalty
or damage to the City of slbany by the person or persons making such improvement if
the same shall not be completed cn the tisme a«reed upon, and the siving of a fcod and
sufficient bond for the fuithful performance of the work of such improvement and prov-
iding for the giving by the Recorder of said City of notice for bids for the completion
of said improvement.

THE FEOI'LE OF THE CITY OF ~LB.NY DO CRDAIN AS FCLLCWS:

Section 1. That Pine Street from the South sid of First Ctreet to the
pavement on the Salem Foad shall be improv:d in the tollowinz manner, to-wit:

1. By grading said street to the proper sub-grade,

2. By surfacing the readway of sa2i. street full width with full intersecticns
with crusred rock and crushed gravel base and oil mat surface,

3. By laylns and constructing concrete gutters.

4, By constructing concrete curbs a2nd sidiwalks wherever necessary.

5. By installing a rroper drainage system.

Said improvement shall be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances
of the City of Albany, Oregon, and the plans, specifications and estimates of Waltar ',

sald City of albsny on the Z2nd day of auguct, 1945,

The cost of the making of said im-rovement shall be paid out of the funds te
be collected and arising upvon and cut of the assessments hersefter to be nade, ascerte
tained and d=clared by the Council of the City of Albany on the lots and parts of lots
ad jucent to sald rortion of said street so to be imrrovad as hereinabove described and
especially and particularly dbsnefitad thereby, as provided by the charter of said City of
Albany.

Said improvement shall be completed by the lst day or August, 1946.

All bids for the meking of said improvement deemed as unreasonable by the
Council may b2 rejected.

Any person, firm or corpcration with whom any contract may be entered into by
the City of alb.ny for the making of sald improveme:t shall, btefore commencing said
improvement and at the time of si:ning such contruct, riake, execute and deliver to said
City a good and suf:icient surety theron to he approved by the Yayor of the City in a
sum equal tc fifty per cent of the amount to te paid under such contract for the faith-
ful psrformance tiereof.

Section 2. If the person, firm or corperation entering into any contract
with the City of Alb:ny to make said im-orovement shall nto comprlete the same within the
time mentioned and specified in such contract, the Ciyt of Alb ny shall be deemed to s
suffer damages on accocunt thereof in the amount of $25.00 per day for each and svery
day the completion of szid work is delay:d beyond the time stated in such contract,
which amount shall b2 peaic such contractor doi: i the work at the completicn theraof
ce |Il

unless the time of the mpletion of seid improvement be extended by the Council.,

Secticn 3. The Recorder of the City of Albany is hereby ordered and
directed to immediately give prorer notice for bids for making of said improvgrment by
publishing such notice ten :sys in the Albany Democrat-Herald, a newpaper of ganeral
eirculation purlished in the City of Albany, fully describinz in sald notice the time
and manner of doing said work of improving said portion of said street,
