THE PEOPLE OF ' ail CITY OF ALBANY DO OMAIN AS FOLL0. 4S: 

Section. That 2.. aple Street from the North 11n3 of Tentt. Street to 120 feet
crth of the North lin-3 of Fourth ^street shall be improved in the following manner, 

to - wit: 

1. By grading said street to the sroper sub- Ecrade; 
2. By surfacing the roadway of said street full width with full

interss tions with crushed rock and crushed gravel
base and oil mat surface; 

3. By laying and constructing concrete gutters; 
4. By constructing concrete curbs and sidewalas wherever

necessary; 

5. By installing a proper drainage system. 

Said improvement shall be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances of
the City of tilbany, Cregon, and the plans, specifications and estimates of " salter

W. Larsen, Zrigineer, for the improvement of said street filed in the Office of the

Recorder of said City of Albany on the 22nd day of August, 1945. 

The cost of the making of said improvement shall be paid out of the funds to
be collected and arising upon and out of the assessments hereafter to be made, as- 

certained and declared by the Council of the City of Albany on the lots and parts
of lots a3jacent to said zortion of said street so to be improved as hereinabove

described and especially and particularly benefited thereby, as provided by the
charter of said City of Albany. 

Said improvement shall be completed by the 1st day of August, 1946. 

All bids for the making of Said improvement deemed unreasonable by the Council
may be rejected. 

Any person, firm or corporation with whom any contract may be entered into by
the City of : Albany for the making or Said improvement shall, before commencing
said improvement and at the time of > i nins such contract, ; sake, 3xecute and del- 

iver to said City a good and sifficient bond with sufficient surety thereon to be
approved by the t,: syor of the City of iilbany in a sum equal to fifty per cent of the
amount to be paid under such contract for the faithfui performance thereof. 

Section 2. If the person, firm or corporation entering into any contract
with the City of Albany to maize said improv-,. men: shall not ccmpi-ate the same with- 
in the time mentioned and specified in cueh contract, the City of Albany shall b3
deemed to suffer daLagas on account thereof in t-. s amount of . 25. Cu per day for
each and everj day the completion of said work is delayed beyond the tide stated
In such contract, which amount shall ba paid by such contractor doin,- the work

at the completion thereof unl,3ss the time of the completion of said improvement

be exterrcied by tho Council. 

Section 3. The Recorder of the City of tilbany is hereby ordered and directed
to irinediately give proper notice for bids for mskina of said iaiprov-: went by pub- 
lishing such notice ten days in the Albany Democrat- iierald, a newspaper of g:: neral
circulation ;- ublianed in the City of :.!'_ any, fully describing in said notice the
time ara manner of doing said work of improving said portion of said street.
