THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY CF ALBANY DO CRDAIN AS FOLLO¥S:

WHEREAS, by Ordinance No. 1704 of the City of Albany, Oregon, it was
orderad that the following street in said city be improved, to-wit: Cleveland St.
from the north line of Second Str2et to the south line of Front and Second Street 4
from the east line of Pine Street to the west line of G:ary Street, also Larrison
Street from the north line of Second Street to the south line of First /st.

Said improvament to be made in the following manner:

l. Bx grading said strest to the proper grade.

2. By installing ccncrete curbing, gutter, and sidewalks wherever necessary.
3, By making all other proper installations to completely improve said strset.
4, By paving the same with oil-mat surface.

and in accordance with the plans, specifications end =2stimates of Walter W. Larsen,
Engineer, then on file in the office of the Recorder of said City; and

WHEREAS: it was provided in said Ordinance that the Recorder of said
City of Albany give notice for bids for the making of said improvement in the
panper provided by law and said Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, after due notice and advertisement for bids made and given by
the Recorder according to law and the Ordinance last aforesald, to-wit: On the
22nd day of May, 1946, D. F. McKenzie presented to the Council of the City of
Albany his bid for makinz said improvement in the manner aforesaid, which bid was
made in due form and in conformity with all the conditions imposed by law and the
Council, by which said bid D, F. McKenzie proposed to furnish all the material and
implements and perform all the labor necessary to make the ebove described improve-
ment for the following named prices, to-wit:

Aggregate bid based on Enginesr's eatimates $14,993.70.

6 AND WHEREAS, the said D. F. McKenzle was the lowest bidder for said
proposed work and said bid was the lowest and best bid made therefore.

Seotion 1. That the bid of D. F. McKenzie for the improvement of
Cleveland Street from the north line of Second Str=:t to the south line of Front
Street and Seccnd Street from the east line of Pine Strest to the west line of
Geary Strest, in tns City of Albany, Oregon, also Harrison Street from the north
1ine of Second Street to bhe south line of First Street, in the manner as specified
in said Ordinance No. 1704 be and the same is hereby acceptad and the lLayvor and
Recorder of the City of Albany are hereby authorized and directad to enter into a
contract in writing with the said D. F. McKenzie for the making of said improvement
on behalf of t'e City of Albany upon the terms mentioned in said bid hereinabove
mentioned and in the manner and form provided by law.

Said contract shall provide further that the work of said improvement
shall comm:znce within ten days after the signing of said contract and shall be
prosscuted with such vigor that all the work embracad in said contract shall be
entirely completed on or before the first day of September 1746, unless furthar
time be extanded by the Council of said City, and the City of Albany, Oreson, shall
be deemed to suffer damages ir the emount of $25.00 per day for each and every day
sald work is delayed bovond said specified time, and that the said shall furnish a
bond in the sum of $7499.35 to be mpproved by the Mayor of the City of Albany, Oregon
conditioned for the feithful performance of said contract on the part of the said D.
F. McKenzie and further indemnifying the City of Altany against any claim or lien
for labor, work or material on the part of any person, fimm or corporation,
arising out of said contract.
