Democrat Herald, a newspaper of general circulation published in the
City of Albany, Oregon, once each week for four successive weeks,
which seid notice shall state that the Council of the City of Albany,
. Oregon, will on the l4th day of llay, 1947, at 7:30 o'elock of said day,
at the City Council Chambers of the City of Albany, Oregon, hear ob-
Jeotions or remonstmances to the vacation of said alleys by any owners
of the real property affected thereby. The Recorder of seid City, .

within five days after the first putliocation of said notice, shall post
or cause to de posted at or near each end of said alleys herein proposad
to be vacated a oopy of said notice which shall be heasded "lNotice of
Alley Vaocation®, such notioe shall also be posted in at least two con
spiocuous places within said proposed vacation of said elley. The
posting and the first day of publication of such notice shall not be
less than twenty-eight days before the time of such hearing as herein-
above stated,

Seation 3, WHEREAS, ti®s peace, health, and safety of the

ople of the City of Albany requires that this ordinance shall become

diately erffective, THRREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to
exist and this ordinance shall becoms in full force and effect im-
mediately upon its final passage by the Council and approval by the

Mayor.
