A BILL FOR:

AN CRDINANCE providing for the time and manner of improv-
ing zy_ from the south line of the Santiam Road to the north
line the Tacific Highway in the Clty of Albany, Oregon, providing
how the cost of such improvement shall be paid, the penalty or damage
to the City of Albany by the person or persons making such improvement
irf the seme shall not be campleted on the time agreed upon, and the
giving of a good and sufficient bond for the faithful performance of
the work of suoh improvement, and providing for the giving by the Recorde-
er :f said City of notice for bids for the completion of said improve~
manc .

THE PEQPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBAMNY DO (RDAIN AS FOLLOYS:

Section 1. That Pine Street from the south line of the
Santiam Road to the north line of the Pacific Highway in the City of
Albany be improved in the followlng manner, to-wit:

1., By paving the same with suitable hard surface pave-~
ment.

2. By grading the same to the proper sub-grade.

3. By inetalling conorete sidewalks and curbing where-
ever necessary.

4, By making all other proper inastallations to complete~
ly improve said street.

Said improvement shall be made in aocordance with the
Charter and Ordinances of the City of Albany, Orsgon, and the plans,
speoifications and estimates of “Talter /. Larsen, Engineer, for the im-
provement of said street filed in the office of the Recorder of said
City of Albany on the %th day of April, 1947,

The cost of the making of said improvement shall be paid
out of the funds to be oollected and arising upon and out of the asseas~
ments hereafter to be made, ascertained and declared by the Counoil of
the City of Albany on the lots and parts of lots adjacent to said portion
of said atreet s0 to be improved as hereinabove described and especially
and partioularly benefited thereby, as provided by the Charter of said
City of Albany.

Said improvement shall be oompleted by the 3lst day of
October, 1947.

All bids for the making of said improvement deemed un-
reasonable by the Council may be rejected,

Any person, firm or corporation with whan any contract may
be sntered into by the City of Albany for the making of said improvement
shall, before commencing said improvemesnt and at the time of signing such
contract, make, exsoute and deliver to said City a good and sufficient
bond with autr!'.cient gurety therson to be approved by the llayor of the
City of Albany in a sum equal to fifty per cent of the aount to be paid
under such contract for the faithful performance thereof.

Ssotion 2. If the person, fimm or corporation entering
into any contraot with the Gltg of Albany to make said improvement shall
not oomplete the same within the time mentioned and specified in such
contract, the City of Aldbaany shall be deemed to suffer damases on account
thereof in the amount of 25.00 per day for each and every day the com-
pletion of said work is delayed beyond the time stated in such contraot,
which amount shall be paid by such contractor doing the work at the com-
pletion thereof unless the time of the oompletion of said improvement
be extended by the Counocil.

Seotion 3, The Recorder of the City of Albany is hereby
ordered and directed to irmediately give proper notice for bids for make-
ing of said improvement by publishing suoh notice ten days in the Albany
Demoorat Heyald, a newspaper of general oirculation published in the
City af Albany, fully desoribing in said notice the time and nanner of
doing sald work of improving said portion of said street.
