AN ORDINANCE authorizing the Mayor and Recorder of the City
of Albany, Oregon, to enter into a contraoct with D. F. MoKenzie and 0. L.
Bowman for the improvement of Salem Road from the east line of Perry-
sg:klo Creek to the west line of Geary Street in the City of Albany,

THE PECPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, by Ordinance No. 1783, of the City of Albany, Oregon,
it was ordered that the following street in said City be improved, to-wit:
Salem Road from the east line of Perrywinkle Creek to the west lins of
Geary Street.

Said improvement to be made in the following manner:

l. By paving the same with suitable hard surface pavement.

2. By grading the same to the proper sub-grade.

3. By installing concrete ocurbs, sidewalks and gutters
wherever necessary.

4. By making all other installations necessary to campletely
improve said street.

and in acocordance with the plans, specifications and estimates of Walter
gi Larug, Engineer, then on file in the office of the Recorder of said
ty; an

WHEREAS, it vas provided in said Ordinance that the Recorder
of said City of Albany, give notice for bids for the making of said im-
provement in the manner provided by law and said Ordinance; and

WHEREAS after due notioce and advertisement for bids made
and given by the Recorder according to law and the Ordinance last afore-
said, to-wit: on the l6th day of May, 1947, D. F. McKenzie and 0. L.
Bownman presented to the Council of the City of Albany, their bid for
making said improvement in the manner aforesaid, which bid vas made in
due form and in conformity with all the conditions imposed by law and the
Council, by which said bid D, F, licKenzie and 0. L. Bowman proposed to
furnish all the material and implements and perform all the labor nec-
essary to make the above described inmprovement for the following named
prices, to-wit:

Aggregate bid based on Engineerts estimates $3110.50.

AND VWHEREAS the said D. F. McKenzie and O. L. Bowman were
the lowest bidders for said proposed work and said bid was the lowest and
best bid made therefor:

Seotion 1. That the bid of D. F. McKenzie and 0. L. Bowman
for the improvement of Salem Road from the east line of Perrywinkle Creek
to the west line of Geary Street in the City of Albany, Oregon, in the
manner as gpecified in said Ordinance No. 1785, be and the same is hereby
aoccepted and the layor and Recarder of the City of Albany are hereby
authorized and directed to enter into a contract in writing with the
said D, F, McKenzie and 7, L. Bowman for the making of said improvement
on behalf of the City of Albany upon the terms mentioned in said bid
hereinabove mentioned and in the manner and form provided by law.

Said contract shall provide further that the work of said
improvement shall carmence within ten days after the signing of said
contract and shall be prosecuted with such vigor that all the work
embraced in said contract shall be entirely completed on or before the
thirty-rirst day of October, 1947 unless further time be extendad by the
Council of said City, and the City of Albany, Oregon, shall be deemed
to suffer damoges in the amount of $25,00 per day for each and every
day said work is delayed beyond said specified time, and that the said
D. F. McKenzie and O. L. Bowman shall furnish a bond in the sum of
$1555,25 to be approved by the liayor of the City of Albany, Oregon,
conditioned for the faithful performance of said contract on the part of
the said D. F, McKenzie and O, L. Bowman and further indemnifying the
City of Albany against any claim or lien for labor, work or material
:n the part of any person, firm or corporation, a.riaine out of said con-
ract.
