WHEREAS, the Council on the 27th day of March, 1946 by Reso-
lution No. 83 duly adopted, determined and resoclved that they deemed it
expediant and said Council proposed to construct the lateral sewers
hereinabove described; and

WHEREAS, the Recorder, pursuant to said Resoluticn No. 83
gave due notice of said proposed improvement in the manner provided by
the Charter of said City and an the 7th day of lay, 1946, pursuant to
said notice, Lecnard & Slate Ore. Ltd. submitted their bid to the Coun-
o1l for the making of said improvement for the sum of $84,520.05 far the
entire project, (of which this is an addition amitted fram the origin-
al Ordinance No. 1733) which said bid was received and accepted by the
Counoil in and by Ordinance No. 1701 passed by the Council cn the 8th
d.g of May, 1946 ani approved by the Layor on the 8th day of Lay, 1946;

VHEREAS, the Council thereupon entered into a contract with
the said leonard & Slate Ore. Ltd. who thereupon proceeded to and did
construct said sewers under and pursuant to said contract and thereafter
said work was accepted by the Council of the City of Albany, Oregon.

THEREFORE THE PEOPIE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. That the cost of constructing the following lat-
eral sewers in the City of Albany, Oregon, to-wit:
