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ORDINANCE NO. 1365

A BILL FOR:

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the organization of a polige
reserve of the City of Albany and to describe its duties and to regu-
late the smams.

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLCTS:

Section 1., That in addition to the regular Police Depart-
ment of the City of Albany there may be organized in said City an organ~
ization to be known as the Police Reserve of the City of Albany, the
object and purposs of which shall be to aid and assist the City Police
Department in its duties.

Ssotion 2. The Police Reserve of the City of Albany shall
be oconposed of citizens of the City of Albany and its environs who vol-
untesr their services to the City for the purpose of composing an or-
ganization for the prevention of c¢rime and assisting in the orderly
functions of the City and ite citizens,

Such organization shall have the power to elect its own
officers, oreate ita own by-laws that shall not conflict with the char-
ter and ordinances of the City of Albany.

8eotion 3. All the members of the Police Reserve shall vhile
on sotive duty conform to and comply with the directions of the council
of the City of Albany and the officsers to whom might be delegated the
duty of the supervision by the City Council,

Section 4. Such bills incurred in the performance of the
Z:bllo duty and by order of the Council shall be audited for payment
the manner provided for othsr obligations of the City of Aldany.

Seoction 5. The Council of the City of Albany is hereby
given authority to carry a blanket acoident insurancs poliocy for the
benefit of the members of the police reserve in such esnouants and such
covarage as might be decided upon by the Council in gession and that
the members of the said Police Reserve may be covered in such other
manner as the Council might deem proper by resolution and the cost of
:gch coverags shall be pald out of the general funds of the City of

bany.
