o ORDINAICE NO, 1977

AR ORDINANCE providifig for tne time and manner of i:provement of west
gide o Vine Stireet batween 13th and l4th Streets in the City of Albany,
Oregon, providing how th@e oost of such improvement shall be paid, the
penalty or Jamaze to the City of Albany by the person or persons making
such improvement if the game shall not be completed on the time agrsed
upon, and the gilving of a godd and safficient bond for the falthful per-
formance of the worx of such improvemenV, and providing for the giving py the
Recorder of sald City of notice for bids for the completion of sald improve-
ment, and declaring an emergency.

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBAIY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Sectisn 1, That the west side of VINE STREET between 13th and 1kth
2:reg§s in the City of Albany, Oregon, be improved in the following manner,
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1, By grading said street to the prover sub=-grade,
2. By Eaving with sultable hard surface,

By laving and constructing concrete gutters where necessary,
h, By constructing concrete curbs and sidewallrs where necessary,
%. By installing a proper drainage system,

Said improvement shall be made in accordance with the Charter and
Ordinances of the Cit  of Albany, and the plans, specifications and esti-
mates of Harold Plling, Engineer, for the improvement of said street filed
in the office of the Recorder of said City of Albany on the 9th day of
Pebruary, 1949,

The cost of making of said improvement shall be paid out of the funds
to be collected and arising upon and out of the assessments hereafter to
be madse, ascertained and declared oy the Council of the City of Albany
on the iots and parts of lot: adjacent to said portion of said streets
%0 to be impraved as hereinabove described and especially and particularly
benefited thereby, as provided by the Charter of saild City of Alvany,

Said improvement shall be completed by the 15th day of Sept., 1949,

All bids for the maicing of said improvement deemed unreasonable by
the ocouncil may be rejected.

Any person, firm or corperztion with whom any contraet may be entered
into by the Citv of Albany {or the making of sald irprovement shall, before
commencing sald improvemant and at the time of signing suecn contrac%, make,
execute and deliver to said Citv a good and sufficient bond with suf “icient
surety thereon to be approved by the Mayor of the City of albany in a sum
equal to Tifty per cent of the amount to be pald under such contract for
the fiathful performance thersof.

Seotion 2, If the person, firm or corporation entering into any
contract with the City of Albany to make sald improvement shall not
complete the same within the time nentioned and specifled in such contract,
tha City of Albany shall be deemed to suffer damages on account thereof
in the amount of 325,00 per day for each and every day the completion
of said work is delawed bevond the tire stated in sucn contract, wnich
smount shall be naid by suen contractor doing the work at tha completion
thereof unless the Yine of the completion of said improvement be ex-
tended by the Coumedl,

Section J, ' The Recorder of the City of Albany is heredy ordered and
directed to imrediately glve prover notice for bids for meking of sald
izproversnt ty puciishisg such notlce ten dave in the Albany Democrat
Herald, & newspaper of general circulation published in tne City of Albany,
fully cesoribing in sald notice the time and manner of doing said work of
improving said portisn of sald s treets.

Seetion b, Inasmuch as the provisions of this ordinance are necessary
for the immediate presarvation of the peace, health and saflely of the
citizeng of the City of Albany, Gregon, an emergency is herghy declared
to exist and this ordinunes shall be in full force and effect immedlatsly
upon its mssage by the Council anl its approval by the Mayor of the City

of Albany.
