That Ordinance No. 1422 be amended by amending Section 79 thersof so

thaet a further sub-section shall be added thereto and the sub-=title
be amended so that Section 79 shall be enacted as follows:

Section 79, PARKING TIME LIMIT AND MOVING UNLAWFULLY PARKED VEHICLES FROK
STRRETS.

(8) It shall be unlawful for sny person, firm or carporetion to lesve a
parked vehicle upon the streets of the City of Albany, Oregon
comtinuously and for mare than five consecutive days.

That the remaining provisions of said Section 79 shall be re-desigmated and
that (a) shall be designated as (b), and (b) shall be designated as (c).

Inasmuch as the peace, health and safety of the people of the City
Albeny requires that this ordinance shall become immediately effective,
therefore an mmergency is hereby declared to exist and this ordinamce shall
become immediately effective upon its finel passage by the council and

spproval by the Mayor.
