Said improvement shall be made i{n sccordance with the Charter and Ordinancss
of the City of Albany, Oregon and the plans, specificstions and estimates for
the improvement of said street filed in the of fice of the Hdecorder of the said
City of Albany on the 26th day of April, 1949.

The cost of making of said improvement shall be paid out of the funds to be

thereon to be approved by the Mayor of the City of Albany in a sum equal to
fifty per cent of the amount to be paid under such contract far the faithful
performance thereof.

Section 2. If the person, firm or corparation entering into any contract
with the City of Albany to make said improvement shall not complete the same
within the time mentioned and specified in such contract, the City of Albany
shall be demmed to auffer damages on account thercof in the amoumt of $25.00
per day for each and svery day the completion of said work is delayed beyond
the time stated in such pomtract, which amount shall be paid by such contractor
doing the work at the conmpletion thersof, unless the time of the campletion
of said improvement Le extended by the council.

Section 3, The Recorder of the City of Aldany is heredy ordered amd
directed to immedjately give proper notice for bids for making of said improve-
ment by publishing such notice ten days in the Albany DemocrateHerald, a news-
paper of gemsral clrculation published in the City of Albany, fully deseribing
in raid motice the time and manner of doing said work of improving said portion
of said strest.
