along the south boundary line of Seventh Avenue to the north east
corner of Block 1, City View Addition, City of Albany, Oregon; 

thence southerly along the east line of Block 1, City View Addition, 

City of Albany, Oregon, to the south east corner of said Block 1; 
thence easterly along the north line of Eighth Avenue to the point
of beginning.
