AN OFB08) Subosec. (c), DESIGNATING PARTS OF STREETS AND STREETS A3 ONE=WAY
NOSEeTes PROVIDING FOR THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THE CRDINANCE: DIRECTING THAT
SIGNS BE POSTED.

THE PECOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO CRDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

ection 1: That Ordinance No. 1422, Sec. 25, Sub=Sec. (c), as amended by
éFalnanCe No. 2009, be and the same is hereby amended to read as follows:

"section 25 SCQ: That the Council does nereby designate that traffic on
Fe Tollowing described streets within the City of Albany shall travel in
one direction only and that it shall be unlawful for any person to operate
any motor vehicle along sald street except in that direction set out here-
{n and that the entrancesto such streets shall be posted by signs or markers
that shall indicate the designated direction that traffic shall travel:
(1) Traffic shall travel northerly on the east side of Ellsworth
Sstreet north of First Avenue and to where Ellsworth Street
intersects the alley between First Avenue and Water Avenue,
(2) Traffic shall travel in an easterly direction on the south
side of Eighth Avenue netween Washington Street and Lyon Street.
(3) Traffic shall travel in a westerly direction on the north
side of Eighth Avenue from Lyon Street to washington Street.
(4) Traffic shall travel in a westerly direction on First Avenue
from Main Street to washington Street,
(5) Trafflc shall travel in an easterly direction on Second
Avenue from washington Street to Main Street,
(6) Traffic shall travel in a northerly direction on Lyon Street
from Ninth Avenue to First Avenue.
(7) Traffic shall travel in a southerly direction on Ellsworth
Street from First Avenue to NinthAvenue."

Section 2: This ordinance, upon passage by the Council and approval by the
WMayor, shall become effective on the 15th day of October, 1954, at the hour
of 1:00 o'clock, AsM,
