shall be and is hereby dispensed with pursuant to and under the terms of
222. 12o O. R. S. 

Section 2: That there shall be held a public hearing as to the ad- 
vis&6111ty of annexing that portion of Hazelwood Addition, described in
Section One, to the City of Albany on the 29th day of September, 1954, 

at the hour of 7: 15 o1clock p. m. and the City Recorder of the City of
Albany is hereby directed to give notice of the said public hearing by
publishing in a newspaper of general circulation in said city once a
week for two ( 2) successive weeks prior to the election and by posing a
notice in four ( 4) public places for the same length of time setting
forth the time and place of said hearinq and the description of the
property to be considered for annexation and the purpose for which the
hearing is held. 

Section 3: WHEREAS, It is for the jetterment of the public healLil, 
Interest, safety and general welfare of the citizens of the City of Albany
that this matter of annexation of property described herein be disposed
of at the earliest possible moment and be considered at the general elec- 
tion to be held in said city on November 2, 1954, and emergency is here- 
by declared to exist and this ordinance shall become immediately effective
upon its passage by the council and approval by the mayor.
