WHEREAS, no remonstrances were filed after notice was glven as provided by law,
and the council of said City of Albany on the 23rd day of June, 1954, and on the
first day of July, 1954, duly passed ordinances Nos, 2525, 2528, and 2529, establishing
the time and manner of making sald improvements.,

WHEREAS, the said improvements aforesald have been duly made in accorcance with
the laws of the State of Cregon, and with the Charter with the City of Albany, Oregon.

THE PECPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DC ORDAIN AS FOLLCWS:

Section 1: That the cost of making sald s treets in the manner heretofore deter=-
mined by € Council of the City of Albany, Oregon in and by Rescolutions Nos. 276,
277, 279, 280, 282, and 283, and In Ordinances Nos. 2525, 2528, and 2529, to be paid
by the owners of the real property adjacent to sald portion of said street, and parti-
cularly benefitted thereby does hereby declare to be the sum of 522,231.34 of which the
City of Albany shall pay the sum of $2,092,89 for {ntersections and drainage and the
balance of $20,138,45 shall be paid by the real owners of the property adjacent to

‘ sald streets and particularly benefltted thereby.

Section 2: The proportionate share of said costs of sald improvement of said
streets assessed upon each lot or part thereof adjacent to said part of said street
Improved and particularly benefitted thereby is hereby ascertained and declared to
be the sum set and placed immediately after the separate descriptions of each of
such lots or parts thercof as follows:
