Section 4: The City' s portion of the Boxing and Wrestling
Fund, as established by 463. 170 ORS, ( therein designated civl

emergency fund) shall, upon distribution, be deposited in the

fund herein created. 

Section. 5: The Council may budget sums as an expense of
the general rund of the city to be deposited in the fund herein
created. 

Section 6: The purpose of the fund shall be to finance the
costscrTttonai swimming facilities for the city, including

the costs of acquiring property for a location, designing and constru— 
tion and all incidental exzhenses connected therewith. 

Section 7: Expenditures from the fund shall only be for the
purpose herciF designated. This sinking fund small continue until
the purposes set forth have been accomplished, but this shall not

limit the. C' ounri 1 in adopting alternative or additional methods of
financing the project.
