
ORDINANCE NO. 2585

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE LICENSING OF AMBULANCES WO REGULATING
THEIR OPERATION IN THE CITY OF ALPAi; Y, OREGON, AND DECLARIN5 AN E'.' ERGENCY. 

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF AL%vANY, OREGON DO ORDAIN AS FOLL0' 1S: 

Section 1: DEFINITIONS: Unless otherwise expressly stated, whenever used

In this Ordinance the following words shall have the meaning given to them

by this section: 

a. " Ambulance" shall mean a vehicle used for the transportation
of the sick, in.lured, infirmed, or convalescence, either as an

emergency vehicle or invalid coach service. 

b. " Street" shall mean ar+ y street, alley, avenue, court, bridge, 

lane or public place in the City of Albany, Oregon. 

c. " Person" shall mean one or more persons of either sex, natural

persons, corporations, partnerships and associations. 

d. " City" shall mean the City of Albany, Oregon. 

e. " Council" shall mean the Council of the City of Albany, Oregon. 

f. " Contractor" shall mean any person owning, havinc control of

the use or engaged in the bus! ness of operating an ambulance with- 
in the City. 

g. " Attendant" sha11 mean a person who is qualified to render
first - aid. 

h. " Driver" shall mean the person who drives an ambulance. 

1. The same person, if qualified, may hold any two or all
three designations, Contractor, Attendant or Driver. 

Section 2: CONTRACTS FOR. A1,19ULANCE SERVICE: 

a. Every Contractor, before operating an ambulance within the

City, must first enter into a contract with the City a; reeirn., 
t:, prwvide ambulance service under the following minimum terms
and conditions: 

1. Have two vehicles available for ambulance service
twenty- four hours a day. 

a) The ambular:= es shall ber.rovided with a
rollino litter that will anchor to the floor
and two folding; litters. 

b) Ambulances shall be roomy and well con- 
structed, and in good repair, and may be

Inspected by tP.a City at any time. 
c) The amt; ulances shall be equlFped with a

siren of a type alproved by the Secretary of
State as provided in 483. 446 ORS., and with

flsahin,; red 112hts visible from both front
and rear. 

1) The above enulpment. shall

only be used while on an emer- 
gency run. 

d) One arbalar. ce shall be ecuipped with
oxygen equipment capable of delivering
oxygen to two people simultaneously, and

supply enough for one person, for an eight
hour period. 

2. Have two attendants available on call at all times
who are certified by the Red Cross as having successfully
passed the emergency first -aid training reauire. ments, 

or

who have eaulvalent training satisfactory to thy. City. 

3. Maintain both property damage and personal liability
Insurance for the benefit of third persons In the sum of

5, 00O. 0O for property damage, t,200000. 0J for any one

person, or $ 40, 000. 00 for any one accident. 

4. Furnish a ' bond to the city In th,.>. sum of $ Z, 0( i). 00

to assure faithful Performance on the part' of the con- 
tractor. This will be an indemnity bond payable to the
City in the amount of the logs incurred for reason of
the contractor falling to fulfill the terms of nis
contract. 
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5. The Contract shall not be assignable without consent
of the Council. 

6. The term of the Contract will be for the period of

5 years, and the Contractor shall agree to furnish
ambulance services for that period. 

b. The Contract would not be exclusive, but the Council retains

the right to li- it the num:, er of contracts to assure responsible
and economic ambulance service to the City. 

c. The Council retains the right to cancel the contract upon

proof that the services performed are unsatisfactory. 

d. The Contractor ,: ill tie required to comply, with all state, 

federal and muniA pal laws and rejulations governing the
operation cf the a•^. butance service as a business and the
operation of the a: nbul:, nce itself. 

e. The Contractor is an independent Contractor and in no wav
an agent of the Citv. Any transporting by the Contractor of
a ward of the City Fill not obli; ate the City for such services. 

Section 3: APPLICATION: 

This ordinance shall not apply to wnbulances operated from other

cities traveling through the City or to non- resident transporting persons

from points without to points within the City, nor to the City first - aid

car. 

Section 4: ATTE". DAliTS L DRIVERS

a. The attendants shall be qualified to render adequate first -aid
when called upon to do so. 

b. At least one attendant shall accompany the ambulance on all calls. 

e. The driver of the ambulance shall comply with all laws regulating
the use and operation cf a bulances. 

d. Attendants and drivers shall be neat and courteous, and shall

comply with the ratient' s wishes as near as practica le. neither

the driver, attendant, nor the contractor shall refer a patient to

any particular :: actor, hospital or other person fur services. 

Section 5: RATES

The Council retains the right to regulate the amount to be charged by

the Contractor for the services, and shall establish the same by Resolution. 

Sectlun fit FFNALTIES: 

Any person convicted of violating any provisions of this ordinance may be

punished by a fine of S250. 00 or by imprlson:;,ent In the City Jail for not more

than 30 days, or by both such fine and Imprisonment, and the Council may cancel

the contract if any f,r such violation. 

Section 7: EMER ENCY

Inasmuch that there Is no Ordinance now regulatingI the operation of ambulances

within the City of Albany the immediate passage of this Crdinance is necessary for

the Immediate preservation of the peace, health, and safety of the citizens of the

City of Albany, Crecon, an emergency Is hereby declared to exist and this Crdinance

shall be in full force and effect Immediately upon its passage by the Council and

Its approval by the IMayor of the City of Albany.
