STREET AND FOR THE CONSTRUCTION GF CERTAIN SEWER IMPROVEMIENTS: 

STREET: TUDOR WAY from 14th Avenue to Queen Avenue

SEWERS: LATERAL 1. Beginning at: 

THIRTEENTH AVENUE midway between Madison Street and Hill
Street running thence youth parallel to b:adison and Hill
Streets to Queen Avenue. 

LATERAL 2. Beginning at: 

FOURTEENTH AVENUt midway between Hill Street and Tudor
Way running thence South parallel to Hill Street and
Tudor Way to Queen Avenue. 

LATERAL 3. Beginning at: 

FOURTEENTH AVENUE midway between Hill Street and Tudor
Way and Main Street ana cunning thence South parallel
to Tudor Way and Main Strect to Queen Avenue. 

to ascertaliij assess, determine and declare the proportionate share of such
eosi of 4urh Improvement of said street, streets, or sanitary sewers that is

assessed upon each lot or part thereof adjacent to said part of said street
Improved or sewer installed; to alrect the Recorder of said City to enter a
statement of such assessment in the Docket of City Liens as provided by the
Charter of said City. 

WHEREAS, on the 2znd day of June, 1955. the Council of the City of

Albany, Oregon, duly adopted a resolution requiring the City Engineer of
said City to make plans, specifications for the Improvement of the following

street; by Improvement in the following manner: 

TUDOR WAY from the South line of 14ttt Avenue to the North line
of Queen Avenue, by grade and gravel, curb and , gutters, asphaltic

concrete and drainage. 

and for the estimates of the worK to be done on said portion of said street
and the probable costs thereof and requiring that such plans, specifications

and estimates be filed In the Recorder' s Gffice of said City, said Resolution

being endorsed " Resolution No. 327". 

WHEREAS, on the Z5th day of May, 1955, and on the 5th day of June, 1955, 

the Council of the City of Albany, Oregon duly adopted Resolutions requiring
the City Engineer of said Ctty to make plans, specifications, and estimates

for the Improvement by the installation of the following sanitary sewer laterals. 

SEWERS: LATERAL 1. Beginning at: 

THIRTEENTH AVENUI. midwav between Madison Street and Hill
Street running South parallel to Madison and Hill Streets
to Queen Avenue. 

LATERAL 2. Beginning at: 

FOURTEENTH AvENUt midway betweeli 11, 1 Street and Tudor Way
running thence South parallel to Hill Street and Tudor ''gay
to Queen Avenue. 

LATERAL 3. Beginning at: 

FOURTEENTH AVENUL midway between Hill Street and Tudor Way
and gain Street and running thence South parallel to Tudor
Way and gain Street to Queen Avenue. 

and for the estimates of the work to be done and the probable cost thereof
and requiring that such plans, specifications, and estimates, and probable

cost be filed in the Recorder' s Uffice of said City, said Resolutions being

endorsed Resolution No. 321 and Resolution No. 324, respectively. 

WHEREAS, the City Engineer of the said City of Albany, pursuant to said
Resolution No' s 327. 3ZZ, and 324. nade plans, specifications and estimates as

directed by said resolution for the improvement of said streets and sewers in
the manner specified in said Resolution No' s 327, 3ZZ, and 3 A and filed In

the Recorder' s Office of said City on the 8th day of June, 19550 and on the

13th day of July, 1955.

WHEREAS, the Council on the 13th day of July, 19559 by Resolution
No. 329, and on May 25, 1955, by Resolution No. 323, and on June 8, 

1953, by Resolution No. 325 all of said Resolutions being duly adopted
by said Council, determined and resolved that It deemed it expedient and

that said Council proposed to make the improvements in the above stated manner. 

WHEREAS, no remonstrances were flied, after notice was given as provided

by law, and the Council of the City of Albany on the 13th day of July, 1955

and on the 27th day of July, 1955 duly passed Ordinances No' s 2591 and 2592, 
establishing a time and manner of making said Improvements. 

WHEREAS, the said improvements aforesaid, have been duly made in accor- 
dance with the laws of the State of Oregon and with the Charter of the City
of Albany, Oregon. 

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBk4Y DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1: That the cost of making said Improvement of said streets
and sewers in the manner heretofore determined by the Council of the City of
Albany, Oregon, and by Resolutions No' s 323, 325, and Sty, and in Ordinances

No' s 2591 and 2592 to be paid by the owners of the real property adjacent
to said portion of said street and sewers and particularly benefitted thereby
Is hereby declared to be in the sum of i22, 159. 52. 

Section 2: The proportionate share of said costs of said Improvement
of said streets and sewers assessed upon each lot or part thereof adjacent
to said pert of said street or sewers Improved and particularly benefitted
thereby is hereby ascertained and declared to be the sum set and placed
Immediately after the separate descriptions of each of such lots or parts
thereof as follows:
