to the terms of the statutes of the State of Oregon concerning condemnation

proceedings against those persons claiming an initerest in the above

described property to acquire the necessary easements, as above described, 

over and upon the said property, and such other steps necessary to take

Immediate possession of the property. 

Section 3: There is hereby appointed the following persons to act as

viewers of the aforementioned property: 

1. Roy Collins

Z. Griff Cowgill

3. C. S. Emmons or Millard Willis

The said viewers are to view the aforementioned property and to report to

the Albany City Council within thirty ( 30) days from the date hereof as

to the value of the property and the rights and interests of the several

people claiming and interest therein, and the value necessary for the

security of these persons, under the terms of 223. U25 ORS. 

Section 4: inasmuch as the passage of this Ordinance is necessary

to the immediate preservation of the peace, health and safety of the

citizens of the City of Albany, an emergency is hereby declared to exist

and this Ordinance shall become immediately effecitve upon its passage by

the Council and signing by the Mayor.
