That the Mayor and City Manager of the City of Albany are hereby authorized to enter

into a contract with the Don Densmoor Chevrolet Company of Albany, Oregon, for the purchase
of two 1957 V 8 Chevrolets, Series 150, Four Door Sedans at the bid price of $2,228,00 for
the Police Department; one 1957 Chevrolet 210, 6 cylinder, four door Station Wagon at the
bid price of $1,947.00 for the Fire Chief, and making a total balance upon the contract of
$4,175.00, and

By this ordinance does hereby ratify any action heretofore taken as herein provided.

Inasmuch as the passage of this ordinance is necessary for the immediate preservation of
the peace, health, and safety of the citizens of the City of Albany, Oregon, an emergency is
hereby declared to exist, and this ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately
