THE PECFLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO CRDALIN AS FOLLUWS
Section 1: That the following described properties be and are hereby annexed
to the City of Albany, to-wit:
Beginning at the Northwest corner of Lot 27 of Waverly Fruit
Farm in T, 11 S., R, 3 W, of the W,M, In Linn County, Oregon,
said point being in the West iine of the Anderson Cox D.L.C.
No. 49 in sald township and range; thence N, 88°1' East along
the North line of saild Lot 27 a distance of 174,00 feet to a
" {ron boit; thence South 1°925' East parallel]l with the West
line of sald D.L.C. No. 49 a distance of 70,0 feet to a %"
tron bolt; thence S, 88°21' West parallel with the North line
of the aforementioned Lot 27 a distance of 174,0 feet to the
West Jine of Claim No., 49; thence N, 1°25' West 70.0 feet to
the point of beginning, and

Lot 8, Block 24, Hazelwood Addition to Albany, Linn County,
Oregon.

Section 2: Whereas, it is in the betterment of the public health, interest,
